	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

EARTHQUAKE REPORT (ANDAMAN & NICOBAR ISLANDS)

· In continuation to report of dated 28th June, 2008, as per information obtained telephonically from the Control Room of A & N Islands, no report of any damage to property or loss of human lives has been reported so far.
· According to IMD, 02 aftershocks (5.1 M at 06:02 hrs & 5.2 M at 09:45 hrs on 29.06.08) have also been occurred in the A & N Islands.
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 02 human deaths have been reported in the State due to wall collapsed in Uttarkashi district.

ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls have been reported in the State. 

· Due to heavy rainfall, several landslides are reported to have occurred resulting disruption in vehicular movements.

ORISSA
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· About 14.75 lakh population in 1768 villages have been affected. 

· 43236 people have been evacuated from the affected districts.

· 368 relief camps continue to be in operation in which about 14.68 lakh people have been accommodated.

· 368 boats and ODRAF teams & 47 medical teams continued to be deployed.
ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  

· In 03 districts, 3,08,995 people are reported to have been affected.  
· 06 relief camps continue to be in operation in the affected areas in which about 8,210 people have been accommodated.

· 33 Health Centres continue to be in operation in the affected areas.

· 05 teams of NDRF continue to be deployed. 

WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· 08 human deaths have been reported in the State. 

· In 02 districts, about 37.03 lakh people are reported to have been affected in the State. 
· 1210 relief camps continue to be in operation in which about 5,36,308 people have been accommodated.

· 02 teams of NDRF continue to be deployed.
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs             10 deaths were reported during the last 24 hours raising the total death toll to 236 from 226.
 IMD

· Yesterday’s upper air cyclonic circulation over Jharkhand & neighbourhood now lies over Bihar & neighbourhood extending upto 4.5 km asl. Under its influence fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Bihar, Jharkhand, north Chhattisgarh and East Madhya  Pradesh during next 48 hours.

· The axis of the trough at sea level passes through Anoopgarh, Pilani, Etawah, Varanasi, Dhanbad, Sagar Island and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.
CWC

· There are 03 Moderate and 09 Low flood situation sites in the country. There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site in the country.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Chief features

· Yesterday’s upper air cyclonic circulation over Jharkhand & neighbourhood now lies over Bihar & neighbourhood extending upto 4.5 km asl. Under its influence fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Bihar, Jharkhand, north Chhattisgarh and East Madhya  Pradesh during next 48 hours.

· The axis of the trough at sea level passes through Anoopgarh, Pilani, Etawah, Varanasi, Dhanbad, Sagar Islan and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.
· Current meteorological analysis and Numerical Weather Prediction models suggest fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy falls is likely over west coast, Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, West Madhya Pradesh and northeastern States during next 2-3 days.
Warning

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Bihar, Jharkhand, north Chhattisgarh, West Coast and northeastern States during next 48 hours.
Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over westcoast, northeast states, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Indo-Gangetic plains and central India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· River Brahamputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.62m against the danger level of 104.24m with a falling trend.

· River Brahamputra at Neamatighat is flowing at 85.08m against the danger level of 85.04m with a falling trend.
· River Dhansiri at Numaligarh is flowing at 77.62m against the danger level of 77.42m with a rising trend.

EARTHQUAKE REPORT (ANDAMAN & NICOBAR ISLANDS)

· In continuation to report of dated 28th June, 2008, as per information obtained telephonically on 29.06.08 from the Control Room of A & N Islands, no report of any damage to property or loss of human lives has been reported so far.
· According to IMD, 02 aftershocks (5.1 M at 06:02 hrs & 5.2 M at 09:45 hrs on 29.06.08) have also been occurred in the A & N Islands.
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 02 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours due to wall collapsed in Uttarkashi district.

· Several landslides have been reported in the hill regions of the State leading to disruption in vehicular movements.
ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to heavy rainfall, several landslides are reported to have occurred resulting disruption in vehicular movements.

· Telecommunication, power supply and road linkages has been widely disrupted in several villages due to landslding. 
ORISSA
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 14.75 lakh population in 1768 villages, in 06 districts i.e. i) Bhadarak, ii) Balasore, iii) Mayurbhanj vi) Kendrapara iv) Jajpur and vi) Kendujhar have been affected due to flood/current spell of heavy rains. 

· 43236 people have been evacuated from the affected districts.

· 368 relief camps continue to be in operation in which about 14.68 lakh people have been accommodated.

· 368 boats and ODRAF teams continued to be deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.

· 47 Medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts.

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  

· No human death has been reported in the State during the last 24 hours.
