Monsoon Watch

· Monsoon activity is likely to remain subdued over south peninsula during next 2-3 days. However normal activity will continue over northeastern States.
Main features

· Numerical weather prediction models indicate strengthening of pressure gradient over Arabian Sea & Bay of Bengal. A low pressure area is also likely to form over north Bay of Bengal around 6th June which may become more marked thereafter.
· A fresh western disturbance is likely to cause isolated to scattered rain/thundershowers over western Himalayan region from tomorrow onwards.
Warning

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands during next 48 hours.

Outlook for next two days

· Scattered to fairly wide spread rainfall activity is likely over west coast of India.
