SOUTHWEST MONSOON-2009: DAILY FLOOD SITUATION REPORT
INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon Watch

· Current  meteorological analysis suggests subdued monsoon activity during next 2-3 days. However numerical weather prediction models indicate increase in rainfall activity along west coast from 10th  June onwards.

· The northern limit of monsoon passed  through Lat. 17.0 deg. N/Long. 60.0 deg. E, Lat 17.0 deg.  N/ Long 70.0 deg. E, Ratnagiri Gadag, Anatapur, Ongole, Kalingapattinam, Paradip, Bankura and Gangtok on 07 June, 2009     

Main features

· Heat wave condition are prevailing  over isolated pockets  of north east Madhya Pradesh. They are likely to continue  during next 48 hours.
· Current Meteorological analysis suggests development of heat wave conditions over Punjab, Haryana and north Rajasthan during next 48 hours.

· Convective clouds are seen over parts of Andaman Sea, north and adjoining central Bay of Bengal, east central and adjoining southeast Arabian Sea. Low/medium clouds are seen over parts of western Himalayan region, Peninsular India and northeastern States.
Outlook for next two days

· Increase in rainfall activity over west coast of India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.33m against the danger level of 104.34 m with a rising trend.

STATUS OF LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE AS ON 8th JUNE, 2009 TO WEST BENGAL  IN VIEW OF CYCLONE “AILA”

(a) Army 

· 06 additional Medical Teams inducted. As on date total 16 Medical Teams providing relief in the affected areas.

· 5000 persons including children provided medical aid and  2000 ration packages of 500 gms each distributed.

· Adm camp established at Hingal Gunj (North 24-Parganas) by Column of 302 Lt. Regt. consisting of 01 officer, 01 JCO and 22 ORs at 0800 hrs  on 06 June 2009 and provided relief material. 09 Bauts are on standby. 02 IWT crafts available for ferrying of stores for reconstruction of embankment if required by civil administration.
(b) Navy

· 04 x Gemini boats alongwith  08 Divers dispatched to affected areas at  1330 hrs on 02 June, 2009. 

· Diving Team comprising  04 Divers alongwith 02 inflatable craft  deployed for ferrying Medical Team and distribution of water packets in areas extending from Balito to Leheripur  (05 - 20 kms from Gosaba). A total of about 2000 packets distributed.
· Balance Team on standby to meet emergent requirements at BDO office, Gosaba.   
Coast Guard

· Principal Secretary, Disaster Management, Government of West Bengal intimated that  Central Team accompanied by representatives of  local administration  departed for  flood affected  area by Launch due to inaccessibility of  affected area by  Hovercraft and that there was  no further  requirement of Hovercraft at Gosaba. Hovercraft departed Gosaba and returned to Haldia at 1530 hrs  on 07 June, 2009.
