IMD

· Current meteorological analysis and Numerical Weather Prediction models suggest subdued monsoon activity during next 3 days.
· Heat wave conditions are prevailing over isolated pockets of north Rajasthan, Vidarbha, Madhya Pradesh, interior Orissa, Chhattisgarh and coastal Andhra Pradesh. They are likely to extend into some more parts of Madhya Pradesh and Telengana & Orissa and develop over parts of Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand and Bihar during next 2-3 days.
· A feeble off-shore trough extending from south Karnataka coast to Kerala coast will cause fairly wide spread rainfall activity  over these regions during next 2-3 days.
