	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon Watch

· Current meteorological analysis and numerical weather prediction models suggest that southwest monsoon will not advance further during next 3-4 days. This may lead to delay in monsoon advance over Bihar. Orissa, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, remaining parts of Andhra Pradesh & Maharashtra and southern parts of Gujarat & Madhya Pradesh.
· Under the influence of an off-shore trough extending from south Karnataka coast to Kerala coast, fairly wide spread rainfall will occur over Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next   2-3 days. 
· Isolated heavy rainfall over northeastern states, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next 48 hours.

Monsoon Watch

· The northern limit of monsoon passes through Lat. 17.0° N/ Long. 60.0° E, Lat. 17.0° N/ Long. 70.0° E, Ratnagiri, Gadag, Anantapur, Ongole, Kalingapattinam, Paradip, Bankura and Gangtok from 7th June till date. 
· Current meteorological analysis and numerical weather prediction models suggest that southwest monsoon will not advance further during next 3-4 days. This may lead to delay in monsoon advance over Bihar. Orissa, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, remaining parts of Andhra Pradesh & Maharashtra and southern parts of Gujarat & Madhya Pradesh.

Main features

· Under the influence of an off-shore trough extending from south Karnataka coast to Kerala coast, fairly wide spread rainfall will occur over Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next   2-3 days. 

· The maximum temperatures are above normal by 2-4°C over many parts of plains of northwest India, central and adjoining peninsular India. The current temperature scenario is likely to continue during next 2-3 days over the above regions.

· The highest maximum temperature of 44.6 °C was recorded at Ganganagar (Rajasthan). 

· Convective clouds are seen over southeast Arabian Sea and parts of east-central Bay of Bengal, north Andaman Sea and northeastern States.  Low/medium clouds are seen over parts of western Himalayan region, Punjab, Haryana, north Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand and Peninsular India.

Warning

· Isolated heavy rainfall over northeastern states, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next 48 hours.
Outlook for next two days

· Increase in rainfall activity along the west coast of India and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
