Monsoon Watch

· Current meteorological conditions suggest strengthening of the monsoon currents over Arabian Sea. Analysis of numerical weather prediction models also indicates increase in rainfall activity with northward propagation along the west coast.
· Conditions have become favourable for further advance of monsoon over some more parts of Maharashtra including Mumbai during next 2-3 days.

Main features

· As predicted, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls has occurred over Lakshadweep, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Goa during past 24 hours. Under the influence of an off-shore trough, enhanced rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls will occur along the west coast during next 3-4 days. 
· Due to lack of rainfall activity, heat wave to severe heat wave conditions continues to prevail over Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha and interior Orissa. Heat wave conditions are also prevailing over some parts of Bihar, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh and Telengana. They are likely to continue over these regions except some parts of Telengana, Vidarbha and Orissa where from they are likely to abate during next 1-2 days. Maximum temperatures are also likely to increase over parts of northwest India during next 4-5 days.
Warning

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall over Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next 48 hours.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall also likely over northeastern States from 20th onwards.
· Heat wave to severe heat wave conditions is likely over some parts of Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand and interior Orissa during next 48 hours.

Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity over west coast and northeastern States.

· 01 team consisting of 10 personnel (SO-02 & Ors-08) deployed in Sridherkathi, 24 North Parganas for organizing medical camp. Medical Team has medicated 65 people and also distributed drinking water to the villagers.
