· Conditions are favourable for further advance of monsoon over some parts of Gujarat, some more parts of Maharashtra including Mumbai, remaining parts of Karnataka during next 1-2 days.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 23rd JUNE, 2009 IN WEST BENGAL 

· 02 teams consisting of 39 personnel continue to be deployed in 24 North Parganas for rescue & relief operations and organizing medical camp. 
Advisory issued by MHA

· On receipt of information from IMD, advisories have been issued by MHA to the State of Gujarat, Maharashtra and UT Administration of Daman & Diu for taking appropriate precautionary measures in view of formation of a depression over east central Arabian sea due to which heavy to very heavy falls with extremely heavy falls is likely over above States/UT and squally winds speed reaching 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph is likely along and off south Gujarat and north Konkan coasts.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HOURS

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of Maharashtra, Kerala and Karnataka during last 24 hours.

Monsoon Watch

· Conditions are favourable for further advance of monsoon over some parts of Gujarat, some more parts of Maharashtra including Mumbai, remaining parts of Karnataka during next 1-2 days.
Main features

· The depression over east central Arabian Sea moved northwards and lay centered at 0830 hours IST of today, the 23rd June 2009 near lat. 19.00 N and long. 71.50 E, about 150 km west of Mumbai and 300 km south-southwest of Surat. The system is likely to intensify into a deep depression and move in a north-northeasterly direction and cross south Gujarat coast near Surat by today, the 23rd June 2009 evening/night. 

· Severe heat wave conditions are prevailing over Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Orissa, Bihar, east Uttar Pradesh, east Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and coastal Andhra Pradesh. Heat wave conditions are also prevailing over West Uttar Pradesh, Delhi and some parts of Uttarakhand, Haryana, Punjab and north Rajasthan. They are likely to continue over these religions during next 2 days and abate from Rajasthan.

Warning

· Heat wave to severe heat wave conditions are likely over Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Orissa, Chhattisgarh, east Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha,  Delhi, Punjab, Haryana and coastal Andhra Pradesh. 

· Heavy to very heavy falls at a few places and isolated extremely heavy falls (≥ 25 cm) is likely over Gujarat. 

· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls is also likely over Konkan, north Madhya Maharashtra, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Assam & Meghalaya.
· Squally winds speed reaching 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph are likely along and off south Gujarat and north Konkan coasts. Sea condition will be rough to very rough along and off these coasts. Fishermen are advised not to venture into the sea along and off these coasts.
Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity over west coast, south Chhattisgarh, north Andhra Pradesh, Orissa, northeastern States and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Heat wave conditions are likely to continue over parts of central and northwest India. However, they are likely to abate from east India.

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.46 m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 23rd JUNE, 2009 IN WEST BENGAL 

· 01 team consisting of 30 personnel (SO -01 and ORs - 29) continues to be deployed in Hasnabad, 24 North Parganas alongwith 11 boats, 04 life buoys, 15 life jackets, fishing nets, ropes and medicines for rescue and relief operations. 
· 01 team consisting of 09 personnel (SO-02 & Ors-07) continues to be deployed in Sridherkathi, 24 North Parganas for organizing medical camp. Medical Team has medicated 89 people and also distributed drinking water to the villagers.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of Maharashtra, Kerala and Karnataka during last 24 hours.
· No significant rainfall has been reported by any other States/UTs during last 24 hours
