Monsoon Watch

· The southwest monsoon has further advanced on 24th June into entire central Arabian Sea, some parts of north Arabian sea, south Gujarat state, remaining parts of north Konkan and some more parts of Madhya Maharashtra. The northern limit of monsoon passes through Lat 23.0° N/Long 60.0°E and Lat 23.0°N/Long 65.0°E, Bhuj, Baroda, Nasik, Sholapur, Hyderabad, Kalingpatnam, Paradip,  Balasore, Bankura and Gangtok.

· There is 01 Moderate flood situation site in the country.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of Andhra Pradesh, Goa, Gujarat, Maharashtra, Kerala, Andaman Nicobar Island, Lakshadweep and in isolated parts of northeastern states during last 24 hours.

Monsoon Watch

· The southwest monsoon has further advanced on 24th June into entire central Arabian Sea, some p arts of north Arabian sea, south Gujarat state, remaining parts of north Konkan and some more parts of Madhya Maharashtra. The northern limit of monsoon passes through Lat 23.0° N/Long 60.0°E and Lat 23.0°N/Long 65.0°E, Bhuj, Baroda, Nasik, Sholapur, Hyderabad, Kalingpatnam, Paradip,  Balasore, Bankura and Gangtok.
· Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon over remaining parts of Karnataka, some more parts of Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Orissa, remaining parts of West Bengal & Sikkim and some parts of Bihar, Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh during next 3-4 days.
Main features

· Yesterdays well marked low pressure area over Saurashtra & Kutch and neighbourhood now lies over Central area of Saurashtra & Kutch and neighbourhood. It is likely to concentrate into a depression during next 24 hours.

· A low pressure area is likely to form over northwest Bay of Bengal during next 24 hours. Under its influence, fairly widespread rainfall is likely over east and adjoining Central India during next 2-3 days.

· Severe heat wave conditions are prevailing over Chhattisgarh, north Orissa and isolated pockets of Jharkhand. Heat wave conditions are also prevailing over Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, West Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, some parts of Uttarakhand & Haryana and isolated pockets of north Rajasthan. They are likely to continue over these regions and during next 2 days.

· Convective clouds are seen over northeast and parts of east & south Arabian Sea, West Central & South Bengal, Andaman Sea and Andhra Pradesh. Low/medium clouds are seen over Jammu & Kashmir west Rajasthan, Gujarat, South Chhattisgarh, Orissa, Peninsular India, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern States.
Warning

· Heat wave to severe heat wave conditions is likely over Chhattisgarh, interior Orissa, West Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Delhi, Haryana, Uttarakhand and North Rajasthan during next 24 hours.

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places is likely over Saurashtra & Kutch and Diu during next 24 hours.
· Isolated heavy rainfall is also likely over Gujarat region, Assam & Meghalaya and Andaman & Nicobar Islands during next 48 hours.

Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity over west coast, east India, Chhattisgarh, north Andhra Pradesh and northeastern States.

· Heat wave conditions are likely to continue over parts of northwest and adjoining Central India.
