	Detailed Rainfall/Flood Situation.

Leh

· No of persons died 165.
· Approx 400 persons have been injured and admitted in Army and Civil hospitals for treatment. 

· Rescue operation is still continuing.

· Today at 0750 hours, Air Force flight AN-32 left from Sirsa to Leh carrying Tent-100 Nos, Tarpouline-200 Nos, Blanket-900 Nos and Bisuit-430 boxes. Remaining blankets-1000 Nos and Biscuit-250 boxes will be reaching Leh by next flight.   
· Movement of civil flights resumed on 08.08.2010. Civil flight way between Leh and Srinagar open for flying. 

· Communication network of BSNL not functioning, work in progress. Only Airtel and Aircel network are working. 
· NH-1A between Srinagar-Kargil is opened but Kargil-Leh road is blocked due to landslide at Phutulla (60 kms from Kargil).
· In Leh, 01 team of NDRF consisting of 45 personnel, civil staff consisting of DRDO-05, Safdarjang hospital-05 & RML Hospital-06, Total-61 deployed for rescue and relief operation.
· Some more quantity of relief materials will reach Leh by various flights including X-Ray machine, water purifier and packed mineral water bottles provided by Red Cross Society.

Rainfall/Flood situation in the country
· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka and Uttarakhand.  
Major features of weather forecast (IMD)
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over western Himalayan region during next 24 hours and increase in intensity thereafter.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 10th AUGUST, 2010

· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 128 personnel (Dibrugarh-35, Dhubri-32, Hailakandi-30 and Dhemaji-31) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 77 personnel in Vijaywada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  
· In Bihar, 04 teams consisting of 147 personnel (Saharsa-73, Muzaffarpur-33 and Gopalganj-41) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Maharashtra, 03 teams consisting of 132 personnel (Kurla West-43, Andheri-44 and Bhandup-45) alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 32 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed to deal with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Gujarat, 03 teams consisting of 117 personnel (Jamnagar-39, Bhochau-39 and Versaval-39) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.  
· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 28 personnel in Kozhikode district deployed for monsoon pre-positioning duties to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Leh, 01 team of NDRF consisting of 45 personnel, civil staff consisting of DRDO-05, Safdarjang hospital-05 & RML Hospital-06, Total-61 alongwith equipment deployed for rescue and relief operation.
· In Haryana, 01 team consisting of 07 personnel in Sirsa district has deployed in connection with liaison and collection of relief materials for Leh from district administration. Insp/GD Sandeep Negi of this unit left for Leh at 100750 hours by N-32 aircraft for 45 Wing AF Station, Sirsa alongwith relief materials.  

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 10th AUGUST, 2010

Army

· 36 Columns deployed on 10 Aug 2010 for rescue and relief operations.
· Army troops are assisting BRO in creation of diversions at damaged bridge sites on NH-1D.  Two Bridges have been launched at Phyang and Choglamsar. 
· Two INMARSATs continue to be provided to District Administration for communication requirements.
· 810 Civilians have been given trauma care and 423 casualties have been treated at Army Hospital, so far.  91 civilians admitted in Army Hospital Leh as on 09.08.2010.  
· 5000 Blankets have been provided as aid by the Army. 
· Reps of State Government were asked to direct local civil authorities to liaise with local military authorities (HQ 14 Corps) for provision of generator sets and other local assistance. 
REPORTS RECEIVED FROM STATES/UTs

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka and Uttarakhand.  
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
· Based on the reports received from State/UTs, details of extent of damage and relief operations are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II respectively.
