Leh
· No of persons died-176 Nos.

· NH-1A between Srinagar-Kargil is operative. 

· Part of NH-1A between Kargil-Leh is operative.  

· Electricity has been resumed in Leh town through diesel generator project. 

· 30% water supply has been resumed.

· Communication network of BSNL not yet operative. 

· NDRF rescue team distributed relief materials to the affected persons and rescue & relief operation is still in progress.
· Total 6900 blankets, 600 Tents, 1000 mattresses, 680 Biscuit Cartoons, 620 tarpaulins, 10 Qtls of medicines, 1 portable X-Ray machine, 5000 water bottles, 3000 water purifiers tablets, 5108 Dignity kits for women and 01 water purifier (4000 ltr/hr) have been sent to Leh till now.

Rainfall/Flood situation in the country
· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Assam, Andhra Pradesh, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Punjab, Uttarakhand and West Bengal. 
Major features of weather forecast (IMD)
· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over west Madhya Pradesh, western Himalayan region, Northeastern states, coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Punjab, Haryana (including Delhi & Chandigarh), Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Gujarat region, east Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Maharashtra, Telangana, south interior Karnataka and Konkan & Goa.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over coastal Andhra Pradesh and north interior Karnataka during next 48 hours and increase thereafter.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Orissa during next 24 hours and decrease thereafter.

· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Bihar, Jharkhand, Gangetic West Bengal and Tamilnadu.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 14th AUGUST, 2010
· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 122 personnel (Dibrugarh-30, Dhubri-31, Hailakandi-30 and Dhemaji-31) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 77 personnel in Vijaywada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  
· In Bihar, 04 teams consisting of 152 personnel (Saharsa-77, Muzaffarpur-33 and Gopalganj-42) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Maharashtra, 03 teams consisting of 133 personnel (Kurla West-43, Andheri-44 and Bhandup-46) alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 32 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed to deal with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 40 personnel in Kozhikode district deployed for monsoon pre-positioning duties to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Leh, 01 team of NDRF consisting of 45 personnel, civil staff consisting of DRDO-05, Safdarjang Hospital -05 & RML Hospital-06, Total-61 deployed for relief operation at Leh alongwith the equipment and relief items. 
LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 14th AUGUST, 2010

· 42 injured personnel provided trauma & medical care.
· Two bridges launched at Basgo & Saspol. (Total seven bridges launched as on date).
Air Force
· On 12.08.2010, two IL-76 aircraft, five Cheetah and one MI-17 heptrs airlifted 14.845 tons relief materials and 18 passengers. So far, Air Force aircrafts (Fixed/ Rotary Wing) have airlifted 269.470 tons of relief material/ equipment and 789 passengers in 202 sorties.
