Leh

UTTRAKHAND (DISTRICT-KAPKOT)

· 02 children got seriously injured.
· Normally injured -08 (05 children and 01 teacher).
Rainfall/Flood situation in the country
· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Assam, Chhattisgarh, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Jammu & Kashmir, Maharashtra, Meghalaya, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu and West Bengal. 
Major features of weather forecast (IMD)
· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, northeastern states and coastal Karnataka.  
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Jammu & Kashmir, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, east Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh, Konkan & Goa, Kerala, interior Maharashtra, interior Karnataka, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over rest parts of the country.
Daily Water Levels And Forecasts For Level Forecast Sites (CWC)
· There are 01 Unprecedented flood situation(Bihar-01) and 07 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam-03, Bihar-02 and East Uttar Pradesh -02) in the country on 20.08.2010.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

· 17 teams consisting of 588 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam – (4), Bihar – (4), Andhra Pradesh – (2), Kerala – (1), Maharashtra– (3), Uttarakhand – (1),Leh – (1) and Delhi – (1).

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.80m against the danger level of 104.24m with a falling trend.

· River Dhansiri (S) at Golaghat is flowing at 89.60m against the danger level of 89.50m with a falling trend.

· River Dhansiri(S) at Numaligarh is flowing at 78.36m against the danger level of 77.42m with a rising trend.

Bihar

· River Bhagmati at Muzaffarpur is flowing at 48.68m against the danger level of 48.68m with a rising trend.

· River Mahananda at Purnia is flowing at 36.00m against the danger level of 35.65m with a falling trend.

EAST UTTAR PRADESH

· River Ghaghra at Barabanki is flowing at 106.35m against the danger level of 106.07m with a rising trend.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 20th AUGUST, 2010

· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 122 personnel (Dibrugarh-30, Dhubri-31, Hailakandi-30, Dhemaji-31 and Amingaon-16) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 77 personnel in Vijaywada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  
· In Bihar, 04 teams consisting of 141 personnel (Saharsa-70, Muzaffarpur-31 and Gopalganj-40) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Maharashtra, 03 teams consisting of 128 personnel (Kurla West-43, Andheri-44 and Bhandup-41) alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 32 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed to deal with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 40 personnel in Kozhikode district deployed for monsoon pre-positioning duties to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Leh, 01 team of NDRF consisting of 30 personnel, deployed for relief and rescue operation at Leh w.e.f. 07.08.2010 alongwith the equipments and relief items. 
· In Delhi, 01 team in Alipur consisting of 18 personnel, deployed for under water search operation at Alipur, Delhi w.e.f. 19.08.2010 with equipments.  Operation resumed on 20.08.2010 at 0725 hrs and still continuing.  

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 20th AUGUST, 2010

So far, Army has suffered 24 fatal (Three JCOs and 21 Ors) and 41 non fatal casualties.  11 ORs are reported to be missing. 

Army

· No Army column has been deployed for rescue and relief operations.
Air Force

· On 19.08.2010, one IL-76 aircraft airlifted 16.30 tons relief material and three passengers.  So far, Air Force aircrafts (Fixed/ Rotary wing) have airlifted 378.18 tons of relief material/ equipment and 828 passengers in 245 sorties. 
REPORTS RECEIVED FROM STATES/UTs

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Assam, Chhattisgarh, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Jammu & Kashmir, Maharashtra, Meghalaya, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu and West Bengal. 
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
· Based on the reports received from State/UTs, details of extent of damage and relief operations are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II respectively.
