· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in few parts of the State.

· About 9,43,357 people, 1363 villages and 13 districts have been affected.

· Total 05 human deaths have been reported in the State so far. 

· 4,36,800 people have been accommodated in 706 relief camps.
· Medical teams are visiting relief camps and centers.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in few parts of the State.

· About 23,262 people, 08 districts & 32 villages have been affected.

· Total 48 human deaths have been reported in the State so far. 

· 32 livestock have perished so far.
· 163 fully and 3379 partially houses have been damaged so far.
· 216 people have been accommodated in 04 relief camps.

Monsoon watch

· Southwest monsoon has advanced into remaining parts of Rajasthan, today the 6th July 2010 and thus covered the entire country about 10 days earlier  than normal date.
Major features of weather forecast

· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Konkan & Goa. 

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, northeastern states, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Orissa, Gujarat State, Vidarbha, Madhya Pradesh, Lakshadweep, coastal Karnataka and Kerala. 

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Haryana, Punjab, Chandigarh & Delhi, east Rajasthan, Jammu & Kashmir, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Telangana and coastal Andhra Pradesh during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter. 

Warning

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur over Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Telangana, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, South Orissa, Gujarat, East Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana, West Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand and Himachal Pradesh during next 48 hours.

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.83m against the danger level of 104.24m with a steady trend.

· River Brahmaputra at Neamatighat is flowing at 85.11m against the danger level of 85.04m with a steady trend.
· River Brahmaputra at Dhubri is flowing at 28.99m against the danger level of 28.62m with a falling trend.
· River Dhansiri (S) at Golaghat is flowing at 78.32m against the danger level of 77.42m with a falling trend.

Bihar
· River Kosi at Basua is flowing at 47.90m against the danger level of 47.75m with a steady trend.

ASSAM
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in few parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· About 9,43,357 people, 1363 villages and 13 districts are reported to have been affected.

· 56,384.59 ha cropped area are reported to have been affected.

· 183 boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations.

· 706 relief camps have been opened in the affected areas in which about 4,36,800 people are accommodated.
· Medical teams are visiting relief camps and centers.
KERALA
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in few parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· About 23,262 people, 08 districts and 32 villages have been affected.

· Total 48 human deaths have been reported in the State so far. 

· 32 livestock have perished so far.
· 163 fully and 3379 partially houses have been damaged so far.
· 2948.67 ha cropped area are reported to have been affected.

· 216 people have been accommodated in 04 relief camps.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 6th JULY, 2010
· In Assam, 06 teams consisting of 185 personnel (Dibrugarh-33, Dhubri-34, Hailakandi-36, Kokarajhar-32, Dhemaji-33 and Kamrup-17) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Maharashtra, 03 teams in Mumbai consisting of 134 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 14 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.
· An information received from Special Secretary, Bihar to the company of 2nd Bn NDRF Bihta (Patna) on 2nd July, 2010 at 2100 hrs regarding boat capsize case in river Gandak at Gausadiaghat near village Surajpur, Distt-Bettia where 09 persons were reported missing. 02 more dead bodies were recovered by rescue team at 040710 hrs. Total 06 dead bodies recovered so far in the said rescue operation. Team returned back to BN HQ on 06/07/2010 at 0315 hrs after completion of rescue operation.
