SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 15.07.2010

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
HARYANA
· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· The flood situation in district Ambala, Kurushetra, Kaithal and Fatehbad is improving and is under control.

· 77 Villages of district Fatehbad and 20 villages of district Sirsa have been affected. 

· 01 team of 8th BN NDRF consisting of 44 personnel alongwith boats-09, and other life saving equipment deployed in Fatehabad. 
· The situation is getting back to normal.

PUNJAB
· No significant rainfall has been reported in the state.

· 19 casualties have been reported so far across the state.

· 15 cattle/livestock have perished.
· 111 houses fully and 205 houses have been partially damaged.
· 68 Medical teams (Patiala-47 & Rupnagar-21) and 1 Ambulance Team of NDRF have been deployed for medical treatment.
· About 343 persons have been accommodated in 08 relief camps in Mansa district.

· About 1500 persons have been evacuated in Sangrur district so far. 

· 04 teams (Patiala-02, Sangrur-01 & Sardulgarh-01) of 7th BN NDRF consisting of 151 personnel alongwith boats and other equipment deployed in the affected areas.

India Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)
· Fairly widespread rainfall would occur over west coast, East Uttar Pradesh, Orissa, West Bengal & Sikkim, Bihar, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha, northeastern States, West Madhya Pradesh, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Lakshadweep.

· Scattered rainfall over Uttarakhand, coastal Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, north Interior Karnataka, Gujarat State, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada and south interior Karnataka. 

· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over west Uttar Pradesh during next 24 hours and increase thereafter.

· There are 09 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam-05 and Bihra-04) in the country on 15.07.2010.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)
· 14 teams consisting of 528 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam - (4), Maharashtra - (4), Uttarakhand - (1), Haryana – (1) and Punjab – (4).


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (daily weather report)

Major features of weather forecast

· River Dikhow at Sivasagar is flowing at 92.89m against the danger level of 92.40m with a falling trend.

· River Dhansiri(s) at Golaghat is flowing at 77.51m against the danger level of 77.42m with a steady trend.

Bihar

· River Bagmati at Muzaffarpur is flowing at 49.22m against the danger level of 48.68m with a falling trend.

· River Kosi at Basua is flowing at 47.95m against the danger level of 47.75m with a steady trend.

· River Mahananda at Purnia is flowing at 35.90m against the danger level of 35.65m with a falling trend.

· River Mahananda at Katihar is flowing at 31.56m against the danger level of 31.40m with a falling trend.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 15th JULY, 2010

· In Assam, 04 teams consisting of 137 personnel (Dibrugarh-33, Dhubri-35, Hailakandi-36 and Dhemaji-33) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Maharashtra, 04 teams consisting of 182 personnel (Kurla West-44, Andheri-44, Bhandup-45 and Shivdi-49) alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 14 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Haryana, 01 team in Fatehabad consisting of 44 personnel alongwith equipments have been deployed for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected area.   

· In Punjab, 04 teams (Patiala-02, Sangrur-01 and Mansa-01) consisting of 151 personnel alongwith boats and other life saving aids have been deployed for emergency response and rescue operations in flood affected area.
