	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh and Meghalaya.

· Sea condition will be rough to very rough along and off north Gujarat coast and adjoining north Arabian Sea during next 12 hours. Fishermen are advised not to venture into the sea of this coast. 
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur over Assam & Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh during next 48 hours.
· Thundersqualls may occur at isolated places over Punjab, Haryana, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Bihar, Jharkhand, West Bengal & Sikkim and Orissa during next 48 hours.

· South-west Monsoon has further advanced into some more parts of south interior Karnataka, entire Tamilnadu some parts of Rayalaseema and coastal Andhra Pradesh, entire southwest Bay of Bengal and most parts of central of Bay of Bengal.  
· The northern limit of Monsoon (NLM) passes through Lat.12.0°N/ Long.60.0°E, Lat.12.0°N/Long.70.0°E, Kannur, Bangalore, Cuddapah, Bapatla, Lat. 17.0°N/Long. 85.0°E, Lat. 20.0° N/Long. 92.0°E, Agartala, Dhubri and Gangtok. 
Chief features

· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over northeastern states.
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Lakshadweep, Kerala, coastal Karnataka and Andaman & Nicobar Islands, scattered over interior Karnataka, Rayalaseema and Tamilnadu and isolated over coastal Andhra Pradesh and Telengana. 
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over western Himalayan region, Gujarat state and Konkan & Goa. 
· Isolated duststorm/thunderstorm would occur over Rajasthan during next 24 hours and increase thereafter. 
· Isolated duststorm/thunderstorm would occur over Punjab, Haryana and Delhi during next 48 hours and increase thereafter.
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and isolated over rest east India and Uttar Pradesh. 
· Maximum temperature would fall by 2-4°C over parts of northwest and west India.

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 5th June, 2010, there is 03 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam) as per details given below:- 

MODERATE FLOOD SITE
· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.46m against the danger level of 104.24m with a falling trend.
· In Assam, river Katakhal at Hailakandi is flowing at 20.68m against the danger level of 20.27m with a rising trend.
· In Assam, river Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 15.09m against the danger level of 14.94m with a rising trend.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 5th JUNE, 2010.
· In Assam, 01 team in Golakganj, Dhubri consisting of 25 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.
· In Gujarat, Total 09 Teams consisting of 280 personnel of NDRF Bn Gandhinagar have been deployed along with 38 Inflatable Boats and collapsed structure search and rescue equipments like Rotary Rescue Saw, Chain Saw, Inflatable Light Towers, Angle Cutter, Chipping hammers, Shovels, airlifting bags ropes.
· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 12 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.
