	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
RAJASTHAN

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in Jodhpur, Jaiselmer and Bikaner has been reported during last 24 hours.  

· No human death has been reported during last 24 hours.

· Due to heavy rainfall, railway services in Jodhpur, Bikaner, Jaiselmer and its adjoining areas have been disrupted.

IMD

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Gujarat, Rajasthan and Sikkim.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· There are 03 Moderate flood situation and 09 low flood situation sites in the country on 08.06.2010.
Advisory issued by MHA

On receipt of information from IMD, advisories have been issued by MHA to the State of Rajasthan, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Delhi & Chandigarh for taking appropriate precautionary measures in view of a depression over Rajasthan and neighbourhood due to which heavy to very heavy falls with isolated extremely heavy falls is likely to occur over these States.


METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon Watch

· The Northern Limit of Monsoon (NLM) continue to pass through Lat.15.0°N/Long.60.0°E, Lat.15.0°N/Long.70.0°E, Karwar, Agumbe, Hassan, Bangalore, Cuddapah, Bapatla, Lat. 17.0°N/Long. 85.0°E, Lat. 20.0° N/Long. 92.0°E, Agartala, Dhubri and Gangtok.

· Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon over some parts of Konkan, Goa and Madhya Maharashtra and some more parts of Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh during next 2-3 days.

Chief features

· Fairly Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Lakshadweep, Kerala, coastal & south interior Karnataka, Konkan & Goa, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern states.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Lakshadweep, Kerala, coastal & south interior Karnataka, Konkan & Goa, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim. 

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and at a few places over West Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana and Delhi during next 24 hours and decrease thereafter. 

· Maximum temperature would increase by 2-3°C over parts of northwest and from tomorrow onwards. 

Warning

· Isolated heavy rainfall would occur over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab, Haryana and West Uttar Pradesh during next 24 hours and over northeastern states during next 48 hours.
· Thundersqualls may occur at isolated places over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab, Haryana, Delhi and Uttar Pradesh during next 24 hours.

Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity would occur over Madhya Maharashtra, Konkan Goa, coastal Karnataka, northeastern states and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 12 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.
