SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 09.06.2010

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
RAJASTHAN

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in Jodhpur, Jaiselmer and Bikaner has been reported during last 24 hours.  

· No human death has been reported during last 24 hours.

· In Jodhpur, Phalodi to Jaisalmer rail route interrupted. Passengers were carried from Phalodi to Jaisalmer by buses.

· 7-8 villages were surrounded by water. The affected families were shifted in temporary shelters of school building. Water is being drained out.

· 178 cows/calves and 20 goats were died.

· 43 kuchha houses damaged

· In Jaisalmer, some portion damaged on NH 15 Bikaner-Jaisalmer road. Restoration work is under progress and the traffic restored except near Khetolai which will be cleared by today.
· Some persons in Lathi village were stranded in flowing water who were later rescued safely with the help of local army personnel.
· Jaisalmer-Jodhpur highway was blocked.
· In Bikaner, 24-25 villages of the district are reported to be affected. Some livestock is reported dead and a few kuchha houses also damaged.
Chief features

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Kerala, Lakshadweep, Coastal & South Interior Karnataka, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Konkan & Goa, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern states.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Rayalaseema and Telengana during next 24 hours and increase thereafter.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand. After 24 hours rainfall activity will decrease over Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 12 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.99m against the danger level of 104.24m with a falling trend.
· River Brahmaputra at Jorhat (Neamatighat) is flowing at 85.58m against the danger level of 85.04m with a falling trend.
· River Barak at APGhat is flowing at 20.40m against the danger level of 19.83m with a rising trend.
· River Katakhal at Matizuri is flowing at 21.04m against the danger level of 20.27m with a falling trend.
