SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 16.06.2010

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
· Light to moderate rainfall with isolated heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Assam, Goa, Kerala, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Meghalaya and Orissa.
Chief features

· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, coastal Karnataka and Konkan & Goa.
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Gujarat Region, Kerala, Lakshadweep, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and northeastern states. 
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Saurashtra, Madhya Pradesh, interior Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, east Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Orissa, Vidarbha and West Bengal & Sikkim.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter. 
· Isolated rain/thundershowers would occur over Punjab, Haryana, Delhi, west Uttar Pradesh and east Rajasthan.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Gujarat Region, Kerala, Lakshadweep, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and northeastern states. 
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Saurashtra, Madhya Pradesh, interior Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, east Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Orissa, Vidarbha and West Bengal & Sikkim.
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter. 
· Isolated rain/thundershowers would occur over Punjab, Haryana, Delhi, west Uttar Pradesh and east Rajasthan. 
Warning

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur over Madhya Maharashtra, Konkan & Goa and coastal Karnataka during next 48 hours.
Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity would occur along west coast and over northeastern states.

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 16th June, 2010, there are 01 High flood and 02 Moderate flood situation sites in the country, as per details given below:- 

HIGH FLOOD SITE
· In Assam, river Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 16.19m against the danger level of 14.94m with a rising trend.
MODERATE FLOOD SITE
· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.56m against the danger level of 104.24m with a steady trend.
· In Assam, river Katakhal at Hailakandi is flowing at 20.94m against the danger level of 20.27m with a falling trend.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 16th JUNE, 2010
· In Assam, 05 teams consisting of 158 personnel (Dhubri-30, Karimganj-30, Dibrugarh-33, Hailakandi-34 & Dhemaji-31) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Assam, At about 160800 hrs, on receipt of information from PS Kamalpur regarding drowning of one person at about 0700 hrs, 02 SAR squad of 1st NDRF Bn left for the spot. Rescue squad started search operation at 160900 hrs. Squad extricated 01 body of Barun Chandra Bora. The dead body further handed over to the representative of PS Kamalpur. Operation called off at 161030 hrs.   

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Mirthi, Pithoragarh consisting of 12 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.

· In Maharashtra, 01 team in Kurla, Mumbai consisting of 44 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.
