	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
Assam

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State.

· Total 04 human deaths have been reported in the State so far. 

· 3615 livestock have perished so far.
· About 8,63,947 people are reported to have been affected.

· 56,224.59 ha cropped area are reported to have been affected.

· 144 boats have been deployed in the affected areas.

· 4,36,800 people have been accommodated  in 521 relief camps.

India Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)
· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over northeastern states and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim. 
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Lakshadweep, Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Gangetic West Bengal, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, and Kerala. 
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Interior Karnataka Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir, East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Orissa, Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha.
· Isolated rain/thunderstorms would occur over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, Rajasthan and West Uttar Pradesh.

· There are 01 High Flood and 10 Moderate flood situation sites in the country on 28.06.2010.

· 09 teams of NDRF have been deployed in Assam - (5), Maharashtra - (3) & Uttarakhand - (1).


METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (Mid-day weather report)
Monsoon watch

· The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through Lat. 22.0°N/Long. 60.0°E, Lat. 22.0°N/Long. 69.0°E, Rajkot, Ahmedabad, Indore, Seoni, Pendra, Ambikapur, Daltonganj, Gaya, Muzaffarpur and Raxaul.
Major features of weather forecast
· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over northeastern states and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim. 
· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Lakshadweep, Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Gangetic West Bengal, Andaman and Nicobars Islands, and Kerala. 
· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Interior Karnataka Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir, East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Orissa, Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha.
· Isolated rain/thunderstorms would occur over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, Rajasthan and West Uttar Pradesh. 
· Fall in maximum temperatures by 2-3°C over plains of northwest India and adjoining central India during next 48 hours. 
Warning

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur over West Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura during next 48 hours.

Weather outlook for next two days
· Fairly widespread rainfall activity would occur over east & northeast India and along west coast with isolated heavy falls over west coast and northeastern states.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION (daily water levels and forecasts for level forecast sites)
According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 28th June, 2010, there are 01 High Flood and 10 Moderate flood situation sites in the country, as per details given below:- 

High Flood Site
· In Assam, river Beki at Barpeta is flowing at 45.79m against the danger level of 44.10m with a steady trend.

Moderate Flood Site

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.31m against the danger level of 104.24m with a rising trend.

· River Brahmaputra at Jorhat is flowing at 85.56m against the danger level of 85.04m with a rising trend.
· River Brahmaputra at Dhubri is flowing at 28.77m against the danger level of 28.62m with a rising trend.
· River Dikhow at Sivasagar is flowing at 93.77m against the danger level of 92.40m with a falling trend.

· River Desang at Sivasagar is flowing at 95.01m against the danger level of 94.46m with a rising trend.

· River DJaibharali at Sonitpur is flowing at 77.22m against the danger level of 77.00m with a rising trend.

· River Puthimari at Kamrup is flowing at 53.86m against the danger level of 51.81m with a rising trend.

· River Manas at Bongaigaon is flowing at 48.62m against the danger level of 48.42m with a rising trend.
· River Sankosh at Dhubri is flowing at 30.18m against the danger level of 29.94m with a rising trend.

Bihar

· River Mahananda at Purnia is flowing at 35.76m against the danger level of 35.65m with a rising trend.
DETAILED SITUATION

ASSAM
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· Total 04 human deaths have been reported in the State so far. 

· 3615 livestock have perished so far.
· About 8,63,947 people are reported to have been affected.

· 56,224.59 ha cropped area are reported to have been affected.

· 144 boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations.

· 521 relief camps have been opened in the affected areas in which about 4,36,800 people are accommodated.

· Medical teams are visiting relief camps and providing medical aid to the people staying in the relief camps.

· Due to heavy rains in catchment areas, certain parts of Cachar, Karimganj and Hailakandi districts are hit by fresh flood.

· Hundreds of families have been shifted in the relief camps and other safer places. 

· In Karimganj district, 50m long barbed wire fencing along neighbouring. 
· The worst affected districts are Lakhimpur and Jorhat in Upper Assam.
· More than 70 villages are reported to have been inundated in Lakhimpur by the rising waters of river Ranganadi, Dikroi, Kakoi and Singra.
· In Jorhat district, Brahmaputra's tributary Saraikoni river has breached two embankments inundating 40 villages including 15 schools. More than 50,000 thousand people have been affected.

· Road communications in several parts of these districts have been disrupted due to over-topping of the roads by flood water.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 28th JUNE, 2010
· In Assam, 05 teams consisting of 168 personnel (Dibrugarh-33, Dhubri-34, Hailakandi-36, Karimganj-32 and Dhemaji-33) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Maharashtra, 03 teams in Mumbai consisting of 133 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 01 team in Gala Post, Pithoragarh consisting of 12 personnel alongwith equipment have been deployed for dealing with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010.
