SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 24.09.2010

	Rainfall/Flood situation in the country

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls have been reported in some parts of Assam, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Goa, Kerala, Karnataka, Orissa, Tripura, and West Bengal.
Major features of weather forecast (IMD)

· Widespread rainfall would occur over south Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep.

· Fairly widespread rainfall would occur over northeastern States during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter.

· Scattered rainfall would occur over Interior Peninsular India.

· Mainly dry weather would prevail over plains of northwest India and adjoining Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat.

Daily Water Levels And Forecasts For Level Forecast Sites (CWC)

· There are 01 unprecedented (Uttar Pradesh-01), 02 high (Uttar Pradesh-02) and 20 moderate flood situation sites (Assam-03, Bihar-08, Jharkhand-01, Delhi-01, East Uttar Pradesh -04, West Uttar Pradesh-02 and West Bengal-01) in the country on 24.09.2010.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

· 40 teams consisting of 1327 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in the country (Assam – 5, Tripura – 1, Bihar – 12, Andhra Pradesh – 2, Kerala – 1, Uttarakhand – 7, Uttar Pradesh-8, Haryana –3 and Delhi – 1).

· River Yamuna at Mawi is flowing at 231.62m against the danger level of 230.85m with a falling trend.

· River Yamuna at Mathura is flowing at 166.76m against the danger level of 165.20m with a rising trend.

West Bengal
· River Ganga at Farakka is flowing at 22.97m against the danger level of 22.25m with a steady trend.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 24th SEPTEMBER, 2010

· In Assam, 05 teams consisting of 151 personnel (Dibrugarh-30, Dhubri-30, Hailakandi-30, North Lakhimpur-30 and Kamrup-31) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Tripura, 01 team consisting of 30 personnel (Agartala-30) alongwith equipment has been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any floods or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 76 personnel (Vijaywada-76) have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Bihar, 12 teams consisting of 424 personnel (Patna-36, Chhapra-99 and Gopalganj-289) deployed for monsoon/flood related emergencies.

· In Uttarakhand, 07 teams consisting of 205 personnel (Pithoragarh-30, Rishikesh- 78, New Tehri-47, Laksar-50) alongwith equipment have been deployed to deal with any natural calamities or any contingency during the entire period of Kailash Mansarovar Yatra 2010 and to provide emergency response during flood situation.

· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 37 personnel in Kozhikode district deployed for monsoon pre-positioning duties to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Delhi, 01 team consisting of 24 personnel (Boat Club-24) alongwith equipment have been deployed for flood rescue operation. 

· In Haryana, 03 teams consisting of 92 personnel (Faridabad – 31, Palwal -22 and Yamuna Nagar-39) alongwith equipment have been deployed for flood rescue operation. 

· In Uttar Pradesh, 08 teams consisting of 288 personnel (Moradabad-39, Muzaffar Nagar -64, Badaun-75, Greater Noida-35, Rampur-26 and Farukabad -49) alongwith equipment have been deployed for flood rescue operation.
