SOUTHWEST MONSOON-2011: DAILY FLOOD SITUATION REPORT

SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 15.08.2011

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls have been       reported in some parts of  Uttar Pradesh, Assam, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Tripura and Arunachal Pradesh.
· Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)
· The well marked low pressure area over southwest Uttar Pradesh and adjoining northwest Madhya Pradesh and east Rajasthan now lies over northeast Rajasthan and adjoining Haryana and southwest Uttar Pradesh with associated upper air cyclonic circulation extending upto midtropospheric levels tilting southwestwards with height. 

· The upper air cyclonic circulation over southwest Rajasthan and neighbourhood has merged with the above system.

· The axis of monsoon trough at mean sea level passes through Phalodi, Sikar, centre of well marked low pressure area, Gwalior, Satna, Daltonganj, Jamshedpur, Kolkata and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

· The off shore trough runs from Gujarat coast to Kerala coast.

· The western disturbance over north Pakistan and adjoining Jammu & Kashmir now lies over Jammu & Kashmir and adjoining north Pakistan as an upper air system.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION (daily water levels and forecasts for level forecast sites)

· There are 21 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam-06, Bihar-11,  Uttar Pradesh-02 & West Bengal-02 ) in the country on 15.08.2011.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

· 21 teams consisting of 666 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam - (6), West Bengal –(2), Andhra Pradesh – (2), J&K – (2), Kerala – (1),  Parliament House new Delhi- (1), Bihar (5) & Uttar Pradesh (2)



INDIAN METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (daily weather report)

· The well marked low pressure area over southwest Uttar Pradesh and adjoining northwest Madhya Pradesh and east Rajasthan now lies over northeast Rajasthan and adjoining Haryana and southwest Uttar Pradesh with associated upper air cyclonic circulation extending upto midtropospheric levels tilting southwestwards with height. 
· The upper air cyclonic circulation over southwest Rajasthan and neighbourhood has merged with the above system.

· The axis of monsoon trough at mean sea level passes through Phalodi, Sikar, centre of well marked low pressure area, Gwalior, Satna, Daltonganj, Jamshedpur, Kolkata and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

· The off shore trough runs from Gujarat coast to Kerala coast.

· The western disturbance over north Pakistan and adjoining Jammu & Kashmir now lies over Jammu & Kashmir and adjoining north Pakistan as an upper air system.

Warning

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh and Gujarat state during next 48 hours.

· Isolated heavy rainfall would occur over Punjab, Haryana, and east Rajasthan during next 24 hours and over SubHimalayan 
West Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya and Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura during next 48 hours.

Weather outlook for next two days

· Decrease in rainfall activity over northwest India.

· Fairly widespread rainfall would occur over northeast, east and central India.

· River Ghaghra at Saran/Chhapra (Bihar) is flowing at 52.70 m against the danger level of 53.68 m with a Rising Trend.

· River Bagmati at Muzafferpur/Hayaghat (Bihar) is flowing at 48.39 m against the danger level of 48.68 m with a FallingTrend. 
· River Bagmati at Darbhanga/Hayaghat (Bihar) is flowing at 44.92 m against the danger level of 45.72 m with a FallingTrend. 
· River Adhwara at Darbhanga/Kamtaul (Bihar) is flowing at 49.10 m against the danger level of 50.00 m with Falling trend. 

· River Adhwara at Darbhanga/Lahaeria Saria (Bihar) is flowing at 46.32 m against the danger level of 46.94 m with Falling trend. 

· River Kosi at Supaul (Bihar) is flowing at 47.70 m  against 47.75 m with Rising trend.

· River Yamuna at Mathura (Uttar Pradesh) is flowing at 164.30 m against the danger level of 165.20 m with a Falling trend. 
· River Ghaghra at Ballia/Balthara (Uttar Pradesh) is flowing at 63.75 m against the danger level of 64.01 m with a Rising  trend. 

West Bengal
· River Mundeshwari at Hoogly/Arambagh (West Bengal) is flowing at 12.67 m against the danger level of 12.80 m with a Falling trend.
· River Tista at Jalpaiguri (West Bengal) is flowing at 86.74 m against the danger level of 85.95 m with a Rising trend.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 15th  August , 2011

· In Assam, 06 teams consisting of 167 personnel in Kamrup(16), Dhubri (31), Lakhimpur (28), Sonitpur (32), Jorhat (29)  and Dhemaji (31) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any flood or any other disaster.
· In West Bengal , 02 Teams consisting of 75 personnel in Howarh have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 66 personnel in Vijayawada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 38 personnel in Kozhikode deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
· In Jammu & Kashmir, 02 teams consisting of 88 personnel in Baltal (45) and Pahalgam(43) deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
· In New Delhi 01 team consisting of 12  personnel deployed at Parliament House, New Delhi for emergency response.

· In Bihar, 06 teams consisting of 138 personnel in Saharsa (25), Madhepura (21), Supaul (28), Khagaria (31) and  Gopalganj (35) deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.

· In Uttar Pradesh, 02 team consisting of 80 personnel in Kushinagar(37) and Lucknow(43) deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
