SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 20.07.2011
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls have been       reported in some parts of Maharashtra, Uttrakhand, Bihar, Manipur, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh and Meghalaya.
· Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)
· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over central India and along west coast.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Uttrakhand, Uttar Pradesh, east & northeast India, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over remaining parts of the country outside west Rajasthan, Andhra Pradesh and Tamilnadu where it will be isolated.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION (daily water levels and forecasts for level forecast sites)

· There are 11 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam-06, Uttar Pradesh-01 and Bihar-04) in the country on 20.07.2011.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

· 15 teams consisting of 505 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam - (5),  Andhra Pradesh – (2), J&K – (2), Kerala – (1) and Bihar (5).


INDIAN METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (daily weather report)
· Widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over central India and along west coast.

· Fairly widespread rain/thundershowers would occur over Uttrakhand, Uttar Pradesh, east & northeast India, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Scattered rain/thundershowers would occur over remaining parts of the country outside west Rajasthan, Andhra Pradesh and Tamilnadu where it will be isolated.

· Isolated heavy rainfall would occur over West Bengal & Sikkim, Assam, Meghalaya, Konkan & Goa and Uttar Pradesh during next 24 hours.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur over west Madhya Pradesh during next 48 hours.

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 20th    July, 2011, there are 11 moderate flood situation sites in the country, as per details given below. 

High Flood Site  Assam


The river Beki at the flood forecasting site N.H.Crossing in district Barpeta in Assam is now flowing in “High Flood Situation” at 1600 hrs on 20.07.2011.  It is flowing at a level of 45.71m with rising trend at 1600 hours on 20.07.2011 which is 0.49m below its previous HFL of 46.20 (04.08.2000) and 0.61m above danger level of 45.10.  It was expected to rise further attain a level of 45.80 m by 1800 hrs of 20.07.2011 and then slowly fall.
Moderate Flood Site

Assam 
· River Brahmaputra at Neamatighat/Jorhat (Assam) is flowing at 84.04m against the danger level of 85.04 m with  Steady trend. 
· River Brahmaputra at Sonitpur/Tezpur (Assam) is flowing at 64.23m against the danger level of 66.23m with  Steady trend. 
· River Brahmaputra at Dhubri (Assam) is flowing at 27.62m against the danger level of 28.04 m with  Rising trend. 
· River Dhansiri at Numaligarh/Golaghat (Assam) is flowing at 76.42 m against the danger level of 77.42 m  with Rising trend. 
· River Jiabharali at Sonitpur/Balipara (Assam)  is flowing at 76.00 m against danger level of 77.00 m with Falling trend. 

Bihar

· River Kosi at Supaul (Bihar) is flowing at 46.75 m against the danger level of 47.75m with a Rising  trend.
· River Kosi at  Khagaria/Choutham (Bihar) is flowing at 32.85 m against the danger level of 33.85m with a  Rising trend.
· River Mahananda at Purnia/Bayasi (Bihar) is flowing at 34.55 m against the danger level of 35.65 m with a Falling trend. 
· River Mahananda at Jhawa/Katihar (Bihar) is flowing at 30.40 m against the danger level of 31.40 m with a Rising trend. 

East Uttar Pradesh

· River Ghaghra at Faizabad/Ayodhya (UP) is flowing at 91.73 m against the danger level of 92.73m with a Falling  trend.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 20th  July, 2011

· In Assam, 05 teams consisting of 150 personnel in Kamrup(18), Dhubri (34), Lakhimpur (31), Sonitpur (35) and Jorhat(32) alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any flood or any other disaster.

· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 66 personnel in Vijayawada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  

· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 39 personnel in Kozhikode deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.

· In Jammu & Kashmir, 02 teams consisting of 90 personnel in Baltal (43) and Pahlgam(47)deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
· In Bihar, 05 teams consisting of 160 personnel in Saharsa (29), Madhepura (24), Supaul (35), Khagaria (32) and Gopalganj (40) deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
