SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 20.06.2011

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Bihar, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh and Uttrakhand. 
Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)

· From 0830 to 1730 hrs IST of yesterday widespread rainfall occurred over Bihar, Jharkhand; fairly widespread over West Bengal & Sikkim northeast states, east Madhya Pradesh, north Chhattisgarh, north Orissa; scattered over south Chhattisgarh, south Orissa, west Madhya Pradesh, Kerala, Karnataka, Maharashtra and isolated over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, east Rajasthan, Haryana, west Uttar Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh and Andaman & Nicobar Islands. The chief amounts of rainfall (2 cm and above) recorded at 1730 hours IST of yesterday were; Daltanganj-6,Ranchi, Patna and Varanasi-5 each, Narsinghpur-4, Durg, Gandia, Balia, Raipur, Umaria, Agumbe and Gaya-3 each, Malda, Bhagalpur, Purnea, Sidhi, Ambikapur and Mana-2 each.

· Maximum temperatures were above normal by 23°C over parts of Andhra Pradesh and northeastern states and below normal by 27° C over eastern and adjoining central parts of India and east Uttar Pradesh and are near normal over rest parts of the country. Highest temperature of 42.1°C was recorded at Churu (Rajasthan).

· Kalpana1 cloud imagery at 0530 hours IST shows convective clouds over parts of Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, east Uttar Pradesh, east Madhya Pradesh, Meghalaya, east Bay of Bengal and Andaman Sea. Low/medium clouds are seen over rest parts of the country.

· Isolated thunder squalls would occur over Punjab, Haryana, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh during next 24 hours.

· Widespread rainfall would occur over west India, east Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh and northeastern states.

· Scattered rainfall activity over parts of western Himalayan region.

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 20TH  June, 2011, there are 02 moderate flood situation sites in the country, as per details given below. 
Moderate Flood Site
· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh  (Assam) is flowing at 104.43m against  the danger level of 104.24 m with a Steady trend. 

· River Subarnarekha at Rajghat  (Orissa) is flowing at 10.52m against  the danger level of 10.35m with a Falling trend. 

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 20TH JUNE, 2011

· In Assam, 01 team consisting of 24 personnel in Kamrup alongwith equipment have been deployed for emergent response and rescue operations in case of any flood or any other disaster.
· In Andhra Pradesh, 02 teams consisting of 66 personnel in Vijayawada have been deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.  
· In Kerala, 01 team consisting of 45 personnel in Kozhikode deployed alongwith equipment to provide emergency response during flood situation.
