	TEMPERATURESRAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 


Heat wave to severe heat wave conditions are prevailing over many part of Punjab, Haryana (including Delhi & Chandigarh), north and southwest Rajasthan,  north Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha;  some parts of Uttar Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Interior Orissa, Telangana and coastal Andhra Pradesh and isolated pockets of Himachal Pradesh, Uttrakhand, northeast Assam and south Madhya Pradesh.

Rainfall has occurred at few places over Jammu & Kashmir, Arunachal Pradesh , Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and  Tripura and at one or two places over Himachal Pradesh, West Bengal , Assam & Meghalaya, Orissa, coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Lakshdweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Strong westerly dry winds would prevail over  plains northwest India during next 1-2 days and weather would re mainly dry over remaining parts of the country.
