	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

Rainfall occurred at many places over Assam and Lakshadweep: at a few places over Arunachal Pradesh, Manipur, Mizoram and Kerala and at one or two places over Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, West Uttar Pradesh, Uttrakhand, coastal & north interior Karnataka, Sikkim and Meghalaya. Weather remained mainly dry over rest parts of the country. The chief amount of rainfall (in cm) recorded at 1730 hours (IST) of yesterday were: Agumbe-8, Mazbat-6, Cherrapunji and Amini Divi-5 each, Gadag, Kozikode and Panambur-3 each, Imphal, Mangalore and Gangtok-2 each.
