SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 15.06.2012
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY
Rainfall occurred at many places over northeastern states and Lakshadeep; at few places over coastal Karnataka and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and Sikkim and at one or two places over Rajasthan, Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Marathwada, Interior Karnataka, Kerala, Tamilnadu, Telangana, Orissa and Jharkhand. Weather remained mainly dry over rest parts of the country. 

Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over coastal Karnataka and Konkan & Goa, Kerala and Lakshadweep.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands and rest peninsular India including interior Maharashtra and Gujarat
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and north-eastern states.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over central and east India.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over western Himalayan region and Rajasthan.
· Maximum temperatures would increase over plains of northwest India by about 2 ̊ C during next 48 hours.

· There are 02 Moderate flood situation sites (Assam & Meghalaya) in the country on 15.06.2012.

· 02 Teams consisting of 33 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam – 01 and   Andhra Pradesh – 01. 


INDIAN METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (daily weather report)

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over coastal Karnataka and Konkan & Goa, Kerala and Lakshadweep.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands and rest peninsular India including interior Maharashtra and Gujarat
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and north-eastern states.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over central and east India.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over western Himalayan region and Rajasthan.
· Maximum temperatures would increase over plains of northwest India by about 2 ̊ C during next 48 hours. 
Weather Warning

· Heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over Assam & Meghalaya, Kerala, coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep during next 48 hours.
· Heat wave to severe heat wave conditions would occur over some parts of east Uttar Pradesh and Bihar during next 48 hours.  Heat wave conditions would also occur at isolated pockets of west Uttar Pradesh, north Madhya Pradesh, Jharkhand and interior Orissa during next 24 hours. 
Weather outlook for next two days

· A low pressure area may develop over northwest Bay of Bengal leading to increase in rainfall activity over east and central India.
· Rain/thundershowers would continue to occur at many places over northeastern states and along west coast.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 15th June,  2012.

· In Assam, 01 team of Ist Bn NDRF consisting of 18 personnel in Kamrup along with equipment for training and emergency response.  

· In Andhra Pradesh, 01 team of 5th Bn NDRF consisting of 15 personnel in Guntur along with necessary equipments for emergency and also imparting DM training to personnel of 10 Bn, NDRF.
