SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 27.06.2012

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY


Rainfall occurred at most places over Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, and Nagaland; at many places over Konkan, Goa, coastal Karnataka, Manipur and Mizoram; at a few places over Kerala, Lakshadweep, Sikkim and Meghalaya; at a few places over Kerala, Lakshadweep, Sikkim and Meghalaya; at one or two places over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, South Madhya Maharashtra, interior Karnataka, Tamilnadu, north Andhra Pradesh, Orissa, Chhattisgarh, East Madhya Pradesh, Jharkhand, Sub-Himalayan, west Bengal and Gujarat region. Weather remained mainly dry over the rest parts of the country. The chief  amounts of rainfall (3 cm or more) recorded at 1730 hours IST of  yesterday were: Cherrapunji-11, Pasighat-6, Shirali-5, Honavar-4, Dehradun and Agumbe­3 each.  
Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)

· Rain/thundershower would occur at most places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern states.
· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   many   places over west coast, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   few places over Bihar, Jharkhand, Gangetic West Bengal, Chhattisgarh, Orissa, Andhra Pradesh and interior Karnataka.

· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   few places over Western Himalayan region.

· Strong northwesterly winds would prevail over plains of northwest India during next 24 hours.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

· 15 Teams consisting of 517 personnel of NDRF have been deployed in Assam – 12,    Andhra Pradesh – 01 and J&K-02. 




INDIAN METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (daily weather report)

· Rain/thundershower would occur at most places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern states.
· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   many   places over west coast, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura and coastal Karnataka during next 48 hours.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over west coast and northestern States.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over east India with increase in activity from 1st July.

· Subdued rainfall  activity would occur over plains of northwest and adjoining central India.

· River Kopili at Kampur (Nagaon/Kampur) Assam is flowing at 61.17m against the danger level of  60.50m with a Rising trend.

· River Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX) (sonitpur/Balipara) Assam is flowing at 77.37m against the danger level of 77.00m with a Steady trend.

· River Puthimari at Puthimari (NHX) (Kamrup/Rangia) Assam is flowing at 52.60m against the danger level of 51.81m with a Falling trend.

· River Pagladiya at Pagladia (NTX) (Nalbari) Assam is flowing  at 53.42m against the danger level of 52.75m with a Steady trend.

· River Barak at AP Ghat (Cachar/Silchar) Assam is flowing at 20.34m against the danger level of 19.83m with a Rising trend.

· River Katakhal at Matizuri (Hailakandi) Assam is flowing at 21.36m against the danger level of 20.27m with a Rising trend.

· River Kushiyara at Karimganj (Karimganj) Assam is flowing at 15.40m against the danger level of 19.94m with a Rising trend.

· River Beki at Beki NHX (Barpeta/Sorbhog) Assam is flowing at 45.50m against the danger level of 45.10m with a Steady trend.

· River Manas at Manas NHX (Bongaigaon/Bijni) is flowing at 48.77m against the danger level of 48.42m with a Rising trend.

· River Raidak-1 at Tufanganj (Coochbehar/Tufanganj) is flowing at 35.85m against the danger level of 35.50m with a Steady trend.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 27th   June, 2012.

· In Assam, 12 teams of 1st Bn NDRF consisting of 18 personnel in Kamrup(01 team), 183 personnel in Tinsukia(05 teams), 43 personnel in Dhemaji (01 team), 36 personnel in Lakhimpur (01 team), 36 personnel in Tezpur (sonitpur) (01 team), 72 personnel in Shivsagar (02 team) and 36 personnel in Hangia (01 team) along with equipment for training and emergency response/rescue operation. 

· In Andhra Pradesh, 01 team of 5th Bn NDRF consisting of 15 personnel in Guntur along with necessary equipments for emergency and also imparting DM training to personnel of 10 Bn, NDRF.  

· In J&K, 02 teams of 7 BN CRPF  consisting of 78 personnel deployed for famex Amarrnath Yatra duty at 250600 hrs.
