	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY


 Rainfall occurred at most places over Madhya Maharashtra, Interior Karnataka, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Lakshadweep :  at a few places over  Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, northeastern states, Rayalaseema and  Tamilnadu and  at one or two places over  Haryana, east Uttar Pradesh, Bihar Gangetic West Bengal, Orissa, south Gujarat region, rest interior Maharashtra and rest Andhra Pradesh.. Weather remained mainly dry over the rest parts of the country.

High Flood Situations:

   River Brahmaputra at Goalpara  in Assam is flowing at a level of 36.98 m with raising trend against the danger level of 36.27 m.

   River Kopili at Kampur in Nagaon district in Assam is flowing at a level of 61.49 m with  falling trend against the danger level of 60.50 m.

   River Kushiyara at Karimganj district in Assam is flowing at a  level of 16.07 with falling trend against the danger level of  14.94 m.

   River Dhansiri at Numaligarh in district Golaghat, Assam is flowing at 77.70 m  against the danger level of 77.42 m with  falling trend. 
   River Barak at AP Ghat in district Cachar, Assam is flowing at 20.78 m against the danger level of 19.83 m with falling  trend.
   River Katakhal at Matizuri in district Hailakandi, Assam is flowing at 21.20 m against the danger level of 20.27 m with Falling trend.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 29th   June, 2012.

  In Assam, 12 teams of 1st Bn, NDRF consisting of  424 personnel (Kamrup-18, Tinsukia-145, Sonitpur -146, Dhemaji-43, Shivsagar-36  and  Rangia-36) and 04 teams of 2nd Bn NDRF consisting of  140 personnel (Majuli Island, Jorhat-70, Nagaon/Kamrup, -70) deployed  in connection with flood relief and rescue. 

  In Andhra Pradesh, 01 team of 5th Bn NDRF consisting of 15 personnel in Guntur along with necessary equipments for emergency and also imparting DM training to personnel of 10 Bn, NDRF.  

  In J&K, 02 teams of 7 BN CRPF consisting of 78 personnel deployed for FAMEX &  Amarnath Yatra duty.
