	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

Rain/thundershowers has occurred at most places over Arunachal Pradesh and Assam & Meghalaya; at many places over east Uttar Pradesh, north Madhya Pradesh, Bihar and south interior Karnataka; at a few places over western Himalaya region, west Uttar Pradesh, Konkan, north Chhattisgarh, Odisha, Tamilnadu, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and

Lakshadweep and at isolated places over Punjab, Haryana, Gujarat, south Madhya Pradesh, north interior Karnataka, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura and Andhra Pradesh and weather remained mainly dry over rest parts of the country.
