SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 03.07.2013
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 
Rainfall  has occurred at most places over Himachal Pradesh, east Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, coastal Karnataka and Kerala; at  a many places over Uttarakhand, Sub­Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura  and  south  interior Karnataka;  at  a few places  over  east  Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh, Odisha and north interior Karnataka and at one or two places over  Jammu & Kashmir, Bihar Jharkhand, Gangetic West Bengal, interior Andhra Pradesh and Tamilnadu. Weather remained mainly dry over rest parts of the country. The chief amounts of rainfall (4 cm or more) recorded at 0830 hours IST of today are: Agumbe­27, Pachmarhi­15, Honawar­14, Karipur, Vengurla and Goa (Panjim)­13 each, Karwar, Punalur, Bhira,­9 each, Harnai, Udgir, Valparai and Kozhikode­8 each, Shirali, Nizamabad, Kottayam, Nedumbassery and Gondia­7 each, Rajgarh,Tehri, Mangalore­6 each, Kochi, Ajmer, Shimla, Hosangabad, Chanderpur, Dibrugarh and Tezpur­5 each and Palakod, Nagpur, Nowgong, Bhopal, Gangtok, Panambur, Alapuzha, Passighat, Chittorgarh, Cannur and Medikeri­4 each.

Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at most places over west Madhya Pradesh, east Rajasthan, interior Maharashtra, Gujarat region and along west coast.
· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   many   places   over   east   Madhya Pradesh, Himachal   Pradesh, Uttrakhand, Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh, Sub­Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over   remaining parts of the country outside west Rajasthan, Punjab and Tamilnadu where it will be isolated.

· There are 03 moderate flood situation sites in the country as on 03.07.2013.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at most places over west Madhya Pradesh, east Rajasthan, interior Maharashtra, Gujarat region and along west coast.
· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   many   places   over   east   Madhya Pradesh, Himachal   Pradesh, Uttrakhand, Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh, Sub­Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over   remaining parts of the country outside west Rajasthan, Punjab and Tamilnadu where it will be isolated.

Warning

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at a few places over Konkan & Goa and coastal Karnataka during next 48 hours and at one or two places thereafter. 
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over east Rajasthan and Gujarat region and heavy rainfall would occur over Sub­Himalayan west Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal   Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya and Kerala during next 72 hours. 
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over west Madhya Pradesh and Madhya Maharashtra during next 48 hours.
· Heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over Uttarakhand, interior Karnataka and Marathawada during next 24 hours and heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh and west Uttar Pradesh during 5th & 6th July.


Weather outlook for next four days

· Rainfall activity would continue over western Himalayan region, Sub­Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Assam & Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh. 
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over remaining parts of the country outside interior peninsula, west Rajasthan and Jammu & Kashmir where would be isolated.

Assam & Meghalaya
· River Brahmaputra at Jorhat/Nematighat, district Jorhat, Assam is flowing at 85.24 m against the danger level of 85.04 m with Steady trend.

· River Dhansiri(s) at Numaligarh, district Golaghat, Assam is flowing at 77.78 m against the danger level of 77.42 m with Falling trend.

· River Jlabharall at Jlabharall(NTX), district Sonitpur/Balipara, Assam is flowing at 77.37 m against the danger level of 77.00 m with Falling trend. 


DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 3rd July , 2013
· 01 team consisting of 20 personnel of 1 Bn, NDRF deployed at Guwahati, Assam for training and emergency response. 
· 01 team consisting of 35 personnel of 1 Bn, NDRF deployed at Tinsukia (Assam)  for conducting FAMEX at Tinsukia has been stationed at Marwari Panchayat Dharmsala, Tinsukia for emergency response during flood. 
· 01 team consisting of 34 personnel of, NDRF deployed at Dhemaji, Assam for flood rescue, relief and emergency.     
· 01 team consisting of 35 personnel of 2nd Bn, NDRF  deployed at Malda (West Bengal)  in connection with Monsoon deployment.
· 01 team consisting of 35 personnel of 2nd Bn, NDRF deployed at Siliguri (West Bengal) in connection with Monsoon deployment.
· 01 team consisting of 40 personnel of 2nd Bn, NDRF deployed at Mangan (Sikkim) in connection with Monsoon deployment.
· 03 teams consisting of 126 personnel of 5 Bn, NDRF deployed at Mumbai (Maharashtra) as pre-positioning for Monsoon season. 
· 02 teams consisting of 70 personnel of 6 Bn, NDRF deployed at Krishangarh (Rajasthan)  as pre-positioning for flood rescue.
· 01 teams consisting of 24 personnel of 7 Bn, NDRF deployed at Haridwar (Uttarakhand) for rescue and relief operation. 
· 08 teams consisting of 290 personnel of 8 Bn, NDRF deployed at Badrinath, Dehradun, Laskar, Haridwar and  Jolly Grant Airport (Uttarakhand) for rescue and relief operation. 
· 04 teams consisting of 129 personnel of 7 Bn, NDRF deployed at Pahalgam ( J & K) in connection with Amarnath Yatra.   
· 01 team consisting of 30 personnel of 9 Bn, NDRF deployed at Muzaffarpur, (Bihar)  as pre-positioning deployment for Monsoon season. 
· 01 team consisting of 31 personnel of 9 Bn, NDRF deployed at Gopalganj, (Bihar) as pre-positioning deployment for Monsoon season. 
· 01 team consisting of 31 personnel of 9 Bn, NDRF deployed at Supaul (Bihar) as pre-positioning deployment for Monsoon season.
