SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 06.06.2013
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

· Rainfall occurred at few places over Lakshadweep, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and north coastal Andhra Pradesh and at one or two places over Jammu and Kashmir, Jharkhand, Odisha and rest Andhra Pradesh.  Weather remained mainly dry over rest parts of the country. The chief amounts of rainfall (1 cm or more) recorded at 1730hrs of 05.06.13 were : Gangtok-11, Tadong-9, Dhar and Siliguri-8 each, Long Island and Churk-7 each, Jalpaiguri-5, Pune and Indore-4 each and Shillong and Nancowry-3 each.
