SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 10.06.2013
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 
Rainfall occurred at most places over Konkan & Goa, at many places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, at a few places over Madhya Maharashtra, coastal Karnataka and west Madhya Pradesh and at one or two places over north-eastern states, West Bengal & Sikkim, Bihar, Odisha, Chattisgarh, east Madhya Pradesh, West Uttar Pradesh, west Rajasthan, Gujarat, Vidarbha and Kerala. Weather remained mainly dry over rest parts of the country.  The Chief amounts of rainfall (3 cm or more) recovered at 1730 hrs IST of yesterday were: Dahanu-12, Mumbai (SCZ) and Ratnagiri-9 each, Mahabeleshwar-7, Harnai and Vengurla-5 each, Karwar, Seoni, Shajapur, Jagdalpur and Carnicobar-4 each and Long Island, Hutbay, Cherrapunji, Surat, Rajgarh, Goa (Abolim) and Goa (Panjim)-3 each.
