SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 23.06.2013

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

Rainfall occurred at most places over Kerala, west coast, Odisha, Assam & Meghalaya, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Lakshadweep, many places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Madhya Pradesh, Jharkhand and north interior Karnataka; at a few places over Bihar, West Bengal & Sikkim, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Vidarbha, Marathawada and south interior Karnataka and at one or two places over east Rajasthan, Haryana, Tamilnadu, Madhya Maharashtra and Gujarat. The chief amount of rainfall(5 cm or more) are : Kozhikode-14,Guwahati & Karipur-12, Cannur-11,North Lakhimpur-10,Cherrapunji-9, Mangalore & Bajpe-8 each, Maya Bandar, Long Island, Cochin, Damoh, Agumbe & Bulsar-7 each and Deomali, Surender nagar, Panambur & Valparai-6 each.  
Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at most places over Odisha, north Andhra Pradesh, Lakshadweep, west coast and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   many   places   over Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Vidarbha, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern States.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra and  Marathawada during  next 24   hours  and   increase thereafter.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over remaining parts of the country.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

• 30 teams of NDRF consisting of 993 personnel have been deployed in Uttarakhand (14), Himachal Pradesh (2), Uttar Pradesh (2), Rajasthan (2),   Maharashtra (2), West Bengal (2), Assam (1) ,Bihar (3) and J & K (2).


INDIAN METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (daily weather report)

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at most places over Odisha, north Andhra Pradesh, Lakshadweep, west coast and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Rain/thundershowers   would   occur   at   many   places   over Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Vidarbha, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, West Bengal & Sikkim and northeastern States.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at a few places over Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra and Marathawada during next 24   hours and   increase thereafter.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over remaining parts of the country.

· Heavy rainfall (7-12 cm) would occur at one or two places over Uttarakhand during next 72 hours.

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Odisha, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next 48 hours.

· Heavy rainfall would occur at one or two places over Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha, north Andhra Pradesh and Andaman & Nicobar Islands during next 48 hours.

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over western Himalayan region, Uttar Pradesh, west coast and over eastern & northeastern states and adjoining central India.
· Rain/thundershowers would occur at one or two places over rest parts of the country

Uttar Pradesh

· River Ghaghra at Turtipar, district Ballia/Balthra (Uttar Pradesh) is flowing at 64.02 m against the danger level of 64.01 m with Falling trend. 
· River Yamuna at Mathura, district Mathura (Uttar Pradesh) is flowing at 165.55 m against the danger level of 165.20 m with Falling trend. 
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 23rd  June, 2013

· 04 teams consisting of 135 personnel of 7th Bn NDRF deployed at Kedarnath, Jungle Chetti, Rambada, Guptkashi, Haridwar of Uttarakhand state for rescue and relief operations. 
· 10 teams consisting of 314 personnel of 8 Bn, NDRF deployed at Jolly grant Airport, Dehradun, Laskar, Kedarnath, Jungle Chetti, Gaurikund, Bhairav Chetti, Gadi of Uttarkhand state for rescue and relief operation. 
· 2 teams consisting of 51 personnel of 7th Bn, NDRF deployed at Sangla, Reckong Peo, Kinnour, Himachal Pradesh for rescue and relief operations. 
· 2 teams consisting of 77 personnel of 6th Bn, NDRF deployed at Ghaziabad for pre-positioning for flood and rescue operations. 
· 02 teams consisting of 70 personnel of 6th Bn NDRF deployed at Kishangarh, Rajasthan for prepositioning for flood and rescue. 
· 02 teams consisting of 75 personnel of 5 Bn, NDRF deployed at Mumbai, Maharashtra for prepositioning  flood and rescue.
· 02 teams consisting of 70 personnel of 2nd BN NDRF deployed at Malda and Siliguri, West Bengal for pre-positioning for flood and rescue. 
· 01 team consisting of 20 personnel of 1 Bn, NDRF deployed at Guwahati, Assam for training and emergency response. 
· 03 teams consisting of 92 personnel of 9 Bn, NDRF deployed at Muzaffarpur, Gopalganj and Supaul districts of Bihar in connection with prepositioning deployment. 
· 02 teams consisting of 89 personnel of 7 Bn, NDRF deployed at Pahalgaon, Chandanwari, Baltal at J & K for liaison duty.  Team will conduct Table top exercise and further deployed for Amarnath Yatra.
