SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 28.06.2013

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

Rainfall occurred   at most places over Uttar Pradesh, Sub-West Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Madhya Pradesh and west coast; at many places over Jammu Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal , Chhattisgarh, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura; at a few places over Punjab, Gujarat, Odisha, Tamilnadu, Lakshadweep and Andaman & Nicobar Island and at one or two places over Haryana & Delhi, interior Karnataka, interior Maharashtra and coastal Andhra Pradesh. The chief amount of rainfall ( 4 cm or more) recorded at 0830 hours IST of today were  : Sagar-15,Passighat and Cherrapunji-14, Allahabad and Kanpur-13, Fursatgunj-11, Jalpaiguri and Nahan-10 each, Malda-9, Dhubri-8, Sheopur, Coochbehar and Sultanpur-7 each, Lucknow-6, Mayabander and Una-5 each and Tikamgarh, Solen, Long Island, Barabanki and Gorakhpur- 4 each.
Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over east Madhya Pradesh, north Chhattisgarh, east Uttar Pradesh, sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and Meghalaya and along west coast. 

· Rain/thundershowers would occur at most places over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF)

33 teams of NDRF consisting of 1100 personnel have been deployed in Uttarakhand (14), Himachal Pradesh (2), Uttar Pradesh (2), Rajasthan (2),   Maharashtra (3), West Bengal (2), Assam (2), Sikkim (1), Bihar (3) and J & K (2).

· River Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX), district Sonitpur/Balipara, Assam is flowing  at 77.63 m against the danger level of 77.00 m with Rising trend.

Uttar Pradesh
· River Ghaghra at Elgin Bridge, district Barabanki (Uttar Pradesh) is flowing at 106.16 m against the danger level of 106.07 m with Rising trend. 
· River Ghaghra at Ayodhya. Distt. Faizabad/Ayodhya, Uttar Pradesh is flowing at 92.74 m against the danger level of 92.73 m with Rising trend. 

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 28th June, 2013

· 02 team consisting of 48 personnel of 1 Bn, NDRF deployed at Guwahati/Tinsukia, , Assam for training and emergency response. 
· 02 teams consisting of 70 personnel of 2nd Bn, NDRF deployed at Malda and Siliguri, West Bengal respectively in connection with Monsoon deployment.
· 01 team consisting of 40 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF left for deployment at  Mangam, Sikkim in connection with Monsoon deployment.
· 03 teams consisting of 126 personnel of 5 Bn, NDRF deployed in Mumbai, Maharashtra as pre-positioning due to Monsoon season. 
· 02 teams consisting of 77 personnel of 6 Bn, NDRF deployed at Ghaziabad, UP for prepositioning for flood rescue in Delhi. 
· 02 teams consisting of 70 personnel of 6 Bn, NDRF deployed at Kishangarh (Rajasthan) as prepositioning for flood rescue.

· 10 teams consisting of 314 personnel of 8 Bn, NDRF deployed at Badrinath ,Laskar, Haridwar, Guptkashi, Jolly Grant airport, Dehradun (Uttarakhand) for rescue and relief operation. 
· 01 team consisting of 30 personnel of 9 Bn, NDRF deployed at Muzaffarpur, Bihar as prepositioning for monsoon deployment.
· 01 team consisting of 31 personnel of 9 Bn, NDRF deployed at Gopalganj, Bihar as prepositioning for monsoon deployment.
