Update on landslide in Malin Village Tehsil- Ambegaon, Distt. Pune, Maharashtra on 30.07.2014 at about 0830 hrs due to heavy rain. The place is situated approx. 120 Kms from Pune. As per the reports received from NDRF, 136  dead bodies recovered from the debris and 8 injured persons rescued. 

09 Teams of NDRF consisting 378 rescuers alongwith 06 Nos Dog Squad carrying executive search Ops.  


State Government also geared up local administration and opened Control Rooms at Gode Gam, Manchar, for rescue operation.   The rescue operations are going on in the area. Medical Units, Food packets, Flood lights are being provided. Rescue and relief operations are continued. 
Uttarakhand
Update upto 1700 hrs dated 5.08.2014  on cloud burst occurred at at vill Nauthan, Tehsil- Ghanshyali Distt-Tehri(Uttarakhand) on 31.07.2014 at about 0200 hrs. Death toll in above incident reached to 06. So far 05 dead bodies have been retrieved. 12 House damaged & 12 Cattles killed. SDRF teams and Police personnel are inducted for rescue and relief operation. 

Bihar
Flood threat in Bihar due to pooled up water of Kosi river : 15 NDRF teams and 05 SDRF teams have been deployed in various districts of Bihar. In addition, 05 columns of Army have also been deployed in Supaul(02), Saharsa(02), & Madhepura(01).  163 relief camps have been established. 1,43,073 People have been evacuated from danger zone.  Additional Mobile medical camps with 33 ambulances and 127 Doctors are deputed for providing medical aid in the districts.
