SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 31.08.2014  

	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

Yesterday, the southwest monsoon was vigorous over North Interior Karnataka & Kerala and active over Odisha, West Madhya Pradesh, Konkan & Goa, Marathwada, Madhya Maharashtra, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Telangana & Coastal Karnataka.

Indian Meteorological Department (Major features of weather forecast)
Rain/thundershowers occurred at many places over Odisha, Gujarat, Coastal Karnataka & Kerala; at a few places over East Rajasthan & Andhra Pradesh and at isolated places over Jammu & Kashmir, Gangetic West Bengal & Chhattisgarh. Weather remained mainly dry/dry over rest parts of the country. The amounts of rainfall (2 cm or more) recorded at 1730 hours IST of yesterday were: Mahuva-6; Diu, Honavar, Raisen and Probandar-4 each; Betul, Agathi and Thiruvanthapuram-3 each; Kokarang, Dellhi (Palam), Delhi (Ayanagar), Udgir, Kottayam, Valparai, Mangalore, Cannur, Nedumbassery, Bhavnagar and Surendranagar-2 each.

On 30.08.2014  in Assam, 18 districts and 1846 villages are reported to be affected by flood.  Situation is under control. 512 relief camps have  been set up with about 2,29,290 inmates.  Situation is under control and being watched closely.  
Uttar Pradesh 


On 31.08.2014, 11 districts of Uttar Pradesh namely Bahraich, Shravasti, Balrampur, Gonda, Barabanki, , Lakhimpur Khiri,  Sitapur, Faizabad,  Sant Kabir Nagar ,  Siddarth Nagar & Gorakhpur have been reported to be affected due to swirling river water, release of water from Nepal and heavy rainfall in the catchment area.  

Approximately 1507 villages in 11 districts and 13,80,657  people   have been affected. Reportedly 106 (including 02 missing) persons have so far lost their  lives. Approximately 1,13,121 people have been rescued to safer places. Food  packets,  Water pouches, Biscuits, medicine packets and other materials have been provided.  
Uttarakhand
          As confirmed from Disaster Management Control Room, Uttrakhand, all major rivers of the State are flowing below the danger level. During last 24 hours no loss of life has been reported.  Number of human lives lost since 15th June 2014 till date is 58.  
Bihar


87  lives have been lost in Bihar in the flood so far.  20 districts and 1617 villages are flood affected.
