· Update upto 1700 hrs dated 24.07.2014 regarding the missing students in flash flood, Mandi (H.P). As informed by Control Room of DGP, So far 24 dead bodies have been retrieved. Rescue operating is going on.

· On 24/07/2014 at about 0300-0400 hrs, cloud burst took place in following areas of Jammu (J&K), 1.Kangrail, 2. Marcd, 3. Dhahwal, 4.Akhnoor. No loss of life and property is reported. However 08cattles are reported to be dead.
