1) [bookmark: _GoBack]Tamil Nadu :- Update upto 1700 hrs on 04.07.2014 regarding under construction building collapsed near Porur, Mugali Bakkan, u/PS-T/14 Mangad, Distt-Chennai City, Tamil Nadu. So far 61 dead bodies retrieved. 27 injured persons have been rescued and admitted to hospital for further treatment. Rescue/Relief operation teams of State Police & Local administration are also present. 10 teams of NDRF consisting 376 persons & 02 Dogs alongwith their equipment put on the rescue operation. 

2) Himachal Pradesh:-Update upto 1700 hrs dated 04.07.2014 regarding the missing students in flash flood, Mandi (H.P). As reported by H.P Police Control Room, So far total 21 dead bodies have been retrieved. Rescue operating is going on.
