DISASTER REPORTED
Himachal Pradesh:-

i) Update upto 1700 hrs dated 30.07.2014 regarding the missing 01 Guide and 24 Students in flash flood, Mandi (H.P). As informed by Control Room of DGP, 24 dead bodies of students have been retrieved. Rescue operation is continues to retrieve dead body of missing guide.
ii) On 29.07.2014 at about 1500 hrs, a Himachal Roadways Bus plying on Shimla-Sawera-Khad route fell down in 400 meters gorge near Kedarghat, u/PS Sunni, District- Shimla, Himachal Pradesh. In this accident 21 passengers died and 05 others injured. Rescue operation concluded. 
iii) Today (30.07.2014) at about 0830 hrs, due to heavy rain, a landslide took place in Malin village Tehsil Ambegaon,  Distt. Pune, Maharashtra. In this incident 30-40 houses trapped under Mud, boulders and debris.  So far 10 dead bodies retrieved and approx.. 150 villagers are trapped in the debris.  20 Dumpers and 15 JCB Machine and a Primary Health Centre are in service at the spot. 02 NDRF Teams consisting 84 personnel reached on the spot and started rescue operation. 05 NDRF teams also are in route.  The Administration and Senior Police Officers are on the spot.
