SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 06.10.2014  

♦    The withdrawal line of southwest monsoon continue to pass through Lat.28°N/Long.82°E, Kheri, Kanpur, Nowgong, Khandwa, Malegaon, Dhanu, Lat.20°N/Long.70°E and Lat.20°N/Long.60°E.


Rain/thundershowers occurred  at many places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands; at a few places over Coastal Andhra Pradesh, South Interior Karnataka and Madhya Maharashtra and at isolated places over Jharkhand, Coastal Odisha and North Interior Karnataka. Weather remained dry over rest of the country. The amounts of rainfall (1 cm or more) recorded at 1730 hours IST of yesterday were: Punalur­7; Mahabaleshwar and Carnicobar­2 each; Vijaywada, Hutbay and Machilipatinam­1 each.
