River Beki at  Baki Road bridge in Barpeta district of Assam continues to flow in HIGH FLOOD SITUATION at 1800 hrs today. At 1800 hrs, it was flowing at a level of 45.84 m with Rising trend which is 0.74 m above its Danger level of 45.1 m and 0.36 m below its previous HFL of 46.2 m (2000-08-04). In Assam, 05 districts and 93 villages and 50,229 people have been affected. 04 relief camps have been set up with about 696 inmates.  NDRF/SDRF & Army  deployed for rescue and relief operation.
