· On requisition of State Government of Manipur regarding a landslide incident at village Loumol, Distt-Chandel in which about 20 villagers are missing, one team consisting of 21 rescuers along with Dog-02 reached at the incident site on 02.08.2015. 04 dead bodies are recovered so far, 10 persons alive were rescued five are still missing further one more team of 41 rescuers along with boat-02 left BHQ by road for incident site and presently stationed at Korangi, East Imphal, Manipur & stand by.
As per report received on 5th August 2015 from Secretary (R&DM), Govt of Manipur:-

· 05 missing persons could not be traced out as they were presumed to have been burried under the deep mud due to heavy land slide. 

· Approx. 11,740 persons in 2878 house holds have been affected in Chandel districts.

· Approx. 52,000 households and 90% of agricultural land including fish farms have been damaged by the flood in Thoubal distrrict. 

· Approx. 10,750 persons in 2068 households are affected by flood in Imphal west.

· Approx. 37,424 persons in 6234 households have been affected by flood in Bishnupur District.
