4.       NDRF OPERATIONAL  DEPLOYMENT (20  TEAMS AND797 PERSONNEL)

· In (Distt:-Lakhimpur) Assam, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of Ist Bn NDRF has been deployed since 08.06.2015 for onset of monsoon season. 
· In (Barpeta) Assam, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of 1st Bn, NDRF has been deployed since 09.06.2015 for onset of monsoon season.Further 18 rescuers alongwith 02 boats left for Vill-Tilahara, Circle-Dotma, Distt-Kokrajhar at 201310hrs in c/w flood like situation there due to increase in water level of river Longa and reached there at 201730hrs.
· In (Sub-Div Sadla Distt.- Tinsukia) Assam, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of 1st Bn, NDRF has been deployed since 01.07.2015 in connection with preposition for the  monsoon season.Further one team of 31 pers at Distt-L
ohit (Arunachal Pradesh) to conduct Famex cum community awareness programme w.e.f 17th to 28 aug 2015 at Tezu general area.
· In (Dhubri) Assam, 01 team consisting of 30 personnel of 1st Ban NDRF has been deployed since 21.08.15 in c/w flood like situation due to rise in water level of river 
Brahamaputra and reached there at 212230 hrs. Team stationed at Gorangagar floor Mill,Dhubri (Assam). On 23/08/2015 team helped to district administration for distribution of medicine to 44 floods affected families in area of vill- Mayachar, Bilasipara Sub Div from 1200 hrs to 1515 hrs.

· In (Deoghar) Jharkhand, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF has been deployed in c/w pre-positioning deployment during Shrawani Mela wef 27.07.2015 to 31.08.2015. On 23/08/2015 team carried out patrolling at Shiv Ganga pond.

· In (Darjeeling) West Bengal, 01 team consisting of 40 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF have been deployed in c/w pre-positioning deployment wef. 25/7/2015.

· In (Sandesh Khali) Dist:- North 24 Parganas, West Benga1, 01 team consisting of 42 personnel of 2nd  Bn NDRF,  has been deployed in c/w Cyclone KOMEN. 

· In (Bhopal) MP, 01 team consisting of 40 personnel of 6th Bn, NDRF has been deployed for emergency response during Monsoon season wef. 29/6/2015.

ASSAM

As per flood situation report dated 23.08.2015 received from Assam State Disaster Management Authority, Total 15 districts i.e. Dhemaji, Kokrajhar,  Lakhimpur,  Dibrugarh, Bongaigaon, Sivasagar, Sonitpur, Barpeta, Jorhat, Dhubri, Golpara, Morigaon, Golaghat, Kamrup  and Nagaon are affected by flood. So far 4 peoples (02 each in Dhubri & Kokrajhar) are reported to be dead. During the monsoon, 1077 villages, populations of 5, 19,865 are affected. About 238 relief camps/centres have been opened with inmates of ,52,072. Relief materials have been distributed. 

Deployment of NDRF - Total 4 Teams of NDRF are deployed in flood affected area.01 team at Lakhimpur, 01 team at Barpeta, 01 team Tinsukia and 01 team at Dhubri.
