· In (Dhubri) Assam, 01 team consisting of 30 personnel of 1st Bn NDRF has been deployed since 21.08.15 in c/w flood like situation due to rise in water level of river Brahmaputra.
· In (Deoghar) Jharkhand, 01 team consisting of 38 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF has been deployed in c/w pre-positioning deployment during Shrawani Mela wef 27.07.2015 to 31.08.2015. On 25/08/2015 team carried out patrolling at Shiv Ganga pond location.

6.         REPORTS RECEIVED FROM STATES/UT

ASSAM

· 11 Districts (Dhemaji, Kokarajhar, Bongaigon, Sonitpur, Barpeta, Goalpara, Morigaon, Dhubri, Golaghat,Cachar& Hailakandi) and 20 revenue circle of Assam out of total 32 districts are affected by flood. Total 1, 23,284 populations in 281 villages are affected.  02 Human lives lost due to drowing in flood water-Mayong Revenue circle. 

· The State Government has carried out rescue operations along with 29 boats in four districts (Barpeta, Morigaon, Gaolpara and Kamrup). The Government of Assam has established 30 relief camps where 8576 Inmates are kept in the relief camps. The following reliefs have been distributed in 04 districts  i.e.Bongaigaon –Rice -49.19 Q, Dal 9.15 Q,Salt-2.74 Q, Dhubri- 28.07 Q, Dal 4.8 Q, Salt-1.44 Q, Morigaon- Green Grass- 200Q,Tarpaulin-500 Pcs and Tubal-20 Nos and Kokrajhar- Rice – 4.39 Q, Dal- 0.84 Q,Salt-0.25 Q and M.Oil-25.29 Q.
· Approx 19,205.70 hectare crops area affected.  

· Approximately 62056 No. Animals (big /small/paultry) are affected.

· Total 4 teams of NDRF are deployed in flood affected area of Assam– (01 team each at Lakhimpir, Barpeta, Sub-Div Sadia Disst-Tinsukia and Dhubri). Till date, NDRF has rescued 546 people to safer places.

ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· All 19 Districts of Arunachal Pradesh have been affected by unprecedented rainfall caused  flood situation in the state. Still many areas where theroad  communication has been cut off.. 176 houses were damaged partially in the State.

· Total 07 deaths have been reported so far during the monsoon 2015 due to landslides (Kurung Kumey-01, Dc Capital complex-02, Papum Pare-01, East Kameng-03).

· SEOC, Itanagar informed that there hadbeen continue rainfall last day in Itanagar, heavy rainfall in West Siang and Lohit district.
KERELA

Update on capsizing of Kerela government water transport department boat on 26.08.2015 at Fort Kochi u/P.S- Fort Kochi, Distt:-Ernakulam, Kerala.  So far 10 persons are reported dead and 35 persons rescued and shifted to hospital. Rescue operation still continues.
