SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 15.07.2015

	1.         CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION (DAILY WATER LEVELS ANDFORECASTS 
FOR 
LEVEL FORECAST SITES)
           According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 15th July, 2015, there is 01 Moderate flood situation site in the country.
ASSAM

River Jiabharali at NT Road Crossing Jia-Bharali in Distt. Sonitpur(Assam) is flowing at 77.55 m against the danger level of 77.0 m with rising trend.

2.      IMD WARNING

15 July (Day1):

♦ Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at a few places with extremely heavy falls over 

Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim. Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at a few places over Arunachal Pradesh and Assam & Meghalaya. Heavy rainfall would occur at isolated places over Bihar, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, South Interior Karnataka and Kerala. 

16 July (Day 2):

♦ Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at a few places over Sub​-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Assam & Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh and at isolated places over Bihar.  Heavy rainfall would occur at isolated places over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand East Uttar Pradesh, Gangetic West Bengal, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Coastal Karnataka, South Interior Karnataka and Kerala.

17 July (Day 3):

♦ Heavy to very heavy   rainfall   would   occur   at   a   few   places over   Himachal   Pradesh, Uttarakhand and East Uttar Pradesh and   at isolated places over Jammu & Kashmir, West   Uttar Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala. Heavy rainfall would occur at isolated places over Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, West Bengal & Sikkim, Odisha, Assam & Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh and South Interior Karnataka. 

18 July (Day 4): ♦  Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at isolated places over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala. Heavy rainfall would occur at isolated places over   Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Sub​-Himalayan Bengal & Sikkim, Konkan & Goa and South Interior Karnataka. 

19 July (Day 5):

♦   Heavy to very heavy rainfall would occur at isolated   places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala. Heavy rainfall would occur at isolated places over  

Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi , East Rajasthan, Northwest Madhya Pradesh,  Konkan & Goa and South Interior Karnataka.

♦Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over western Himalayan region,northern plains, along west coast and northeastern states. 
♦Rain/thundershowers would occur at many places over central India and at a few places over   east India.

NDRF OPERATIONAL  DEPLOYMENT (25 TEAMS AND 1033 PERSONNEL)
· In (Distt:-Lakhimpur) Assam, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of IstBn NDRF has been deployed since 08.06.2015 for onset of monsoon season.

· In (Barpeta) Assam, 01 team consisting of 42 personnel of 1st Bn, NDRF has been deployed since 09.06.2015 for onset of monsoon season.

· In (Sub-DivSadlaDistt.-Tinsukia) Assam, 01 team consisting of 42 personnel of 1st Bn, NDRF has been deployed since 01.07.2015 in connection with preposition for the  monsoon season.

· In (Siliguri/Darjeeling) West Bengal, 02 teams consisting of 88 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF have been deployed for relief and rescue operation in connection with land slide/Heavy rain fall incident. 02 dead bodies retrieved by NDRF so far.

· In (Jalpaiguri) West Bengal, 02 teams consisting of 79 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF have been deployed in c/w increasing water level of river Teesta. 

· In (Ranchi) Jharkhand, 01 team consisting of 37 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF has been deployed in c/w preposition for monsoon season.  

· In (Bhopal) MP, 01 team consisting of 40 personnel of 6th Bn, NDRF has been deployed in connection with preposition for the monsoon season since 28.06.2015. 

· In (Pahalgam/Baltal/Panchtarni/Sheshnag) J & K, 04 teams consisting of 174 personnel of 7th Bn, NDRF have been deployed in connection with AmarnathjiYatrawef 2/7/2015 to 29/08/2015. 

· In (Kangra) HP, 01 team consisting 40 personnel of 7th Bn NDRF for pre-monsoon deployment wef 02.07.2015.

· In (Shimla) HP, 01 team consisting 42 personnel of 7th Bn NDRF for pre-monsoon deployment wef 02.07.2015. 

· In (Gopalganj) Bihar, 01 team consisting 42 personnel of 9th Bn NDRF has been deployed for emergency response during monsoon season. 

· In (Supaul) Bihar, 01 team consisting 43 personnel of 9th Bn NDRF has been deployed for emergency response during monsoon season.

REPORTS RECEIVED FROM STATES/UTs

WEST BENGAL
           On 30.06.2015 at evening hours, due to heavy rain, landslides took place in Kalimpong, u/PS- Kalimpong, Kurseong u/PS- KurseongDistt.- Darjeeling, West Bengal.  In this incident 32 persons have died, 18 persons are injured and 08 others are missing. 1322 houses fully damaged and 3458 houses partially damaged. 02 teams consisting of 88 personnel of NDRF have already been deployed. 63 Relief Camps and 36 Gruel Kitchen have been opened.  Injured persons admitted in hospitals and given instant treatment, 10 Medical teams deployed at Mirik, Kurseong block and Mirik Municipality.  The following relief articles  have been provided to affected persons :- Tarpaulin - 14022 pcs, Woollen Blanket -1256 pcs, Male Wrapper-516 pcs, Dhoti -204 pcs, Lungi -169 pcs, Sari-376 pcs, Salwar Kamij-48 pcs Children Garment- 311 Nos, Mustard Oil-80 ltrs, Biscuits 20 packets, Salt-15 packets, Masur Dal-60.5 kg, Milk Powder-15 Packets, Onion-10 Kgs, Patato-20 Kgs, DM kit- 100 pcs, PP-87 and cremation Grant Rs. 1,40,000/- distributed. Rescue & Relief operation is under progress. 02 dead bodies retrieved by NDRF so far.

JAMMU & KASHMIR

· On 12.07.2015 at about 1500 hrs, a cloudburst took place in Adu u/PS Pahalgam, Distt. Anantnag, J & K. In this incident 04 persons were missing out of which 03 dead bodies recovered and remaining 01 is still missing. 


ANDHRA PRADESH

· On 14.07.2015 at about 0915 hrs, stampede took place in Pushkaralu fair, at Kotagumman, u/PS-Rajahmundry, Distt-East Godavari, Andhra Pradesh.  In this incident, reportedly 27 persons died and 40 others are injured.  Injured shifted to various hospital at Rajahmundry and given treatment. Situation under control.
