SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 10.06.2015 
	RAINFALL/FLOOD SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY 

♦ The Southwest monsoon has further advanced into remaining parts of South Interior Karnataka, Tamilnadu and southwest Bay of Bengal and some parts of North Interior Karnataka and Rayalaseema.

♦ The Northern Limit of Monsoon (NLM) now passes through Lat. 17.0°N/Long. 60.0°E, Lat.17.0°N/Long. 70.0°E, Ratnagiri, Bellary, Anantapur, Chennai, Lat. 13.0°N/Long. 84.0°E, Lat. 16.0°N/Long. 90.0°E, Lat. 21.0°N /Long. 92.0°E, Lat. 24.0°N /Long. 91.0°E, Dhubri and Gangtok.
INDIAN METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT (MAJOR FEATURES OF WEATHER FORECAST)
Rain/thundershowers has occurred at most places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Konkan & Goa, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala; at many places over Nagaland,

Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Lakshadweep area and Rayalaseema; at a few places over Jammu & Kashmir, Gangetic West Bengal, Saurashtra & Kutch, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra, Tamilnadu, Interior Karnataka and Andaman & Nicobar Islands; at isolated places over Himachal Pradesh, West Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh and Gujarat region.
