ASSAM

· 06 Districts (Dhemaji, Barpeta, Morigaon, Golaghat, Goalpara and Nagaon) 10 Revenue circles out of total 32 districts of Assam are affected with flood. Total 1,24,596 populations of 166 villages are affected. 35 relief camps opened and 14209 personnel/villagers inmates in relief camps.
· Total 57 deaths have been reported so far, from 2nd June 2015 to till date in various waves of flood.

· Approx. 10520.60hectares crop areas have affected.  

· Approx. 45878animals and Poultries are affected.

· Total 03 teams of NDRFare deployed in flood affected areas of Assam - (01 team each at Lakhimpir, Barpeta and Tinsukia).
HIMACHAL PRADESH
On 12.09.2015 at about 2045 hours, an accident occurred in the under construction tunnel No.4 on   Kiratpur-Nerchowk four lane road in Village Baloh near Malyawar, Bilaspur, Himachal Pradesh. In this incident huge amount of debris fell in the tunnel thereby blocking the tunnel midway. Probably 03 labourers got entrapped.  The debris is being continuously removed from the site however fresh debris is coming again and again due to which the Engineers and the Machinery are not able to clear the blockage. District Administration/Police/Medical teams are also present on the spot..The rescue/relief operation is still going on. Further details awaited.
