NDRF OPERATIONAL  DEPLOYMENT (13  TEAMS AND 463 PERSONNEL)

· In (Distt:-Lakhimpur) Assam, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of 1st Bn NDRF has been deployed since 08.06.2015 for onset of monsoon season. 

· In (Distt. Barpeta) Assam, 01 team consisting of 41 personnel of 1st Bn, NDRF has been deployed since 09.06.2015 for onset of monsoon season.

· In (Sub-Div Sadia Distt.- Tinsukia) Assam, 01 team consisting of 42 personnel of 1st Bn, NDRF has been deployed since 01.07.2015 in connection with flood rescue and relief operation and emergency response purpose. 

· In (Distt.Darjelling/Mainaguri/Jalpaiguri), West Bengal, 01 team consisting of 35 personnel of 2nd Bn NDRF has been deployed for pre-positioning.

· In (Tehsil-Ambagaon, District –Pune ) Maharastra, 01 team consisting of 21 personnel of 5th NDRF left from BHQ to Vill- Kamgaar, Tehsil-Ambegaon, Pune (MH) at 1040 hrs in c/w drowing one person in river Khod (distance 55 Km). Team still enroute.

· In (Tehsil-Lebondra, Distt- Mahisagar) Gujrat, 01 team consisting of  40 personnel left from Gandhinagar to Mahi River,Vill- Lebondra,Distt-Mahisagar(Gujrat)(Distance 120 km)at 280700 hrs. In c/w drowing of 05 pers in Mahi River, in which 03 dead bodies find out & 02 is still missing. Team reached incident site at 281100 hrs and started Ops. Ops still continued.

· In (Distt.Gopalganj) Bihar, 01 team consisting of 35 personnel of 9th Bn NDRF has been deployed in c/w pre monsoon deployment.

· In (Supaul) Bihar, 01 team consisting 33 personnel of 9th Bn NDRF has been deployed for emergency response during monsoon season. 

· In (Distt. Darbhanga) Bihar, 01 team consisting 32 personnel of 9th Bn NDRF has been deployed for in c/w pre-monsoon deployment 2015 wef. 09/07/2015.

· In (Distt.Muzaffarpur) Bihar, 01 team consisting 31 personnel of 9th Bn NDRF has been deployed in c/w pre monoon w.e.f. 09/07/2015. 

· In (Dist-Gorakhpur) U.P, 01 team consisting of 50 personnel of 11th Bn, NDRF has been deployed for emergency response wef.n 23.08.15.
