» Light to moderate rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places
very likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands on 9th October and heavy rainfall from 10th to
12th October.

> Sea condition will be rough to very rough over north Andaman Sea, east central & adjoining
southeast Bay of Bengal on 9th & 10th October; west central Bay of Bengal on 10th & 11th
October; adjoining north Bay of Bengal and along & off Andhra Pradesh & Odisha coast on
11th October. Fishermen are advised not to venture into these areas.
