  The Well Marked Low Pressure Area lies over Eastcentral & adjoining Southeast Bay of 

Bengal. It is very likely to concentrate into a Depression over central Bay of Bengal during 

next 24 hours. There is also a possibility that the system may further intensify into a Deep 

Depression during subsequent 24 hours. It is very likely to move west-northwestwards and
