The Depression over the northwest Bay of Bengal (BoB) moved northwestwards with a speed of (7 kmph
during past 06 hours and crossed north Odisha - West Bengal coast between Balasore and Digha during 1630-1730
hrs IST and lay centred at 1730 hrs IST of today, the 21st July 2018 over north coastal Odisha and adjoining coastal
West Bengal & Northwest Bay of Bengal near latitude 21.7 ON and longitude 87.4 QE, about 55 km east-northeast of
Balasore, 40 km west-southwest of Digha. It is very likely to move northwestwards for some more time and then
west-northwestwards. 1t is very likely to maintain its intensity during next 12 hours and gradually weaken into a well
marked low pressure area during subsequent 24 hours.
